We are looking to recruit emergency 3D foster carers to provide care at short notice for children and young people who need extra support. Sometimes children and young people come into the care of Salford City Council at very short notice and need carers who have the time and skills to support them through difficult times.
Specifically, this role will mean taking care of a child for a short period, using the guidance and structure of the 3D fostering scheme, whilst we plan ahead and match them with the most suitable carer. 

As an emergency 3D foster carer, you will work closely with a professional team of social workers, psychologist, teacher and therapist, to support a child with complex needs to live in your family. When you don’t have a child living with you, you will work with the team to support other carers and gain the skills and knowledge you need to help you with future placements.

You must have a spare room and no other children in your household. You’ll also need some experience of working with children or vulnerable adults (as a carer/parent or within employment), and we’ll provide training and support to give you the skills to help a child reach their potential. 
Flexibility is key for this role, as is an interest in working closely with the team and the ability to provide a loving and supportive home to a young person in an emergency.

You don’t need any formal qualifications and will receive training and support from the professional team. You will need to be at home full time (at least one of you, if you are in a couple), and you’ll receive a financial package starting from £22,022, plus a weekly allowance when a child is in your care. This package will be payable even when you don’t have a child placed with you, to recompense you for being available in an emergency.
Foster carers need the maturity, experience and energy to meet the needs of a foster child, and within the 3D scheme, you will be looking after children aged 10-16 years.
Children really benefit from being placed with foster carers who share their language, religion and culture and we welcome applications from people from all backgrounds. You can be single, living together or gay, as long as you have the time and love to give to a child, we’d like to hear from you.
The process of becoming a foster carer usually takes around six months from your formal application to approval, but the satisfaction you’ll gain from helping a child to feel safe and supported will be really rewarding.
