The award or accreditation will demonstrate that your project or event is making every effort to include all members of the Ordsall and Langworthy communities.

The committee will look for the Better Communities award when considering funding for local events and projects.

What is Better Communities?

The project aims to make Ordsall and Langworthy places where people get along together and support each other within a stronger community. Research shows that happier areas become healthier, cleaner, have lower crime rates and even lower unemployment.
How will our project/event benefit?

Most projects/events in Ordsall/Langworthy are already good examples of how to reach into a community. However, having the award will impress local funding bodies. Projects following Better Communities good practice are likely to be better attended and more sustainable in the future. More diverse projects offer a richer experience to a wider range of people, and are more fun.
