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1 Introduction

1.1 Background and Purpose

This paper has been produced by the East Salford Neighbourhood Management team as a means of identifying the key characteristics of East Salford’s population and environment.

East Salford is an extremely dynamic area, home to a mixture of communities of differing backgrounds. The urban landscape provides some useful reminders of the area’s working class history with pockets of 19th and 20th century industrial estates nestled within dense residential areas of Victorian terraced housing, 1930s housing estates and more recent townhouse developments.

A lot of effort has been invested over the years by different public and voluntary agencies to try to improve living conditions for the neighbourhood’s residents.

In order to identify future work, it is necessary to understand the current issues and opportunities which are affecting the neighbourhood, such as health, worklessness, unemployment, crime and education.

Local people know what it is like to live and work in the  area and the purpose of this baseline paper is to:
1. Provide local people with evidence that supports what they know and feel about their neighbourhood

2. Provide key messages about how the neighbourhood looks when compared with other parts of the city and the North-West region, and nationally.

3. Provide baseline information to help local community groups and delivery agencies to apply for local and national funding.

4. Provide information so that local people and the services that support them are able to influence the amounts of money and resources that come into the neighbourhood to address inequalities.

1.1.1 Geographical Output Areas

East Salford accounts for x% of the City’s territory and its boundaries conform to those of the Broughton, Kersal and Irwell Riverside wards.

Statistics (data) are collected in different ways so some data can be given for each ward and other data are available for a geographical area called a Middle Super Output Area (MSOA), that is smaller than a ward.  This can be very helpful in seeing differences, for example, in health outcomes within a ward.  Data for an even smaller area called Lower Super Output Area (LSOA) are sometimes available but can be misleading.
The data collected at ward level provides a perfect fit with East Salford’s boundaries while data collected MSOA and LSOA level, have some limitations, which can be appreciated by comparing the plans below.

2 Demographics  
This section provides a summary of the demographics within East Salford in terms of age and ethnicity in comparison with local and national figures. The data has been sourced at MSOA level for Kersal, Broughton and Irwell Riverside, from the Office for National Statistics (ONS) 2008 population estimates. 
2.1 The Local Population
The chart below shows how the overall age structure within East Salford is largely similar to citywide, regional and national patterns. When looking at ward level figures separately, there are noticeable variations which will need to be taken into consideration when analysing area socio-economic indicators. These include a higher proportion of under 18s in Kersal and a higher working age population in Broughton.

The population of Kersal, Broughton and Irwell Riverside was estimated to be 39,524 in 2008, an increase by 7.5% from 2001.

Broughton has seen the greatest growth with an increase of almost 24%.
2.2 Ethnicity
The chart below shows the ethnic breakdown of East Salford compared with Salford, regional and national patterns at the time of the last census in 2001. This is the most up to date data available at neighbourhood level and the nature of the population is likely to have changed since 2001, given the influx of economic migrants in the past decade.

At 92%, the majority of East Salford’s population is white.  This doesn’t vary significantly across the three wards apart for a slightly higher proportion of white residents in Kersal and of Asian residents in Broughton. Overall the proportion of residents in ethnic minorities within East Salford is almost double the average across the whole of Salford.

A more up to date, although incomplete, picture of the area’s ethnic breakdown can be obtained from annual school census data. The chart below shows the 2010 data for East Salford’s primary schools in percentage breakdown. 

This presents a very different picture from the 2001 census population data. Only Lower Kersal Community Primary School and Broughton Jewish Cassel Fox Primary School have a majority white uptake.

St Thomas of Cantebury and Brentnall Primary schools, both based in the Broughton ward, have a greater multi-ethnic uptake with almost 70% of pupils belonging to ethnic minorities. 

2.3 Faith
The chart below shows the religious beliefs of East Salford’s population as recorded in the 2001 Census. Unfortunately no data has been made available for Irwell Riverside ward.

It is clear from this that East Salford is very diverse in terms of religious faith when compared with the rest of Salford and regional and national patterns. There is a very large Jewish population living in the study area, particularly in Kersal where 33.7% of the population is Jewish. According to Jewish Policy Research, the 2001 census count may be wrong by at least 22%. Based on recent studies, it is estimated that the community numbers in the region of 10,000, equivalent to 32% of East Salford’s population.

The proportion of people who stated they have no specific faith is similar to the national figure although the number of people who have not stated is higher. This is possibly due to a higher proportion of hard to reach groups.

2.4 Migration

The chart below shows the place of birth of East Salford’s inhabitants and helps to identify the immigration pattern as recorded in the 2001 census. Anecdotal evidence suggests that parts of East Salford have been the first point of call for many economic migrants particularly throughout the past decade, so the nature of the population is likely to have changed.

As can be seen the City of Salford and the North West have a smaller proportion of ethnic minorities (4% less) when compared to national figures. East Salford, however, has 9% of its population originating overseas, which is greater than national trends. 

When comparing ward figures to the national trends, Kersal presents the highest level if immigration amongst the three wards and hosts a considerable number of people from the Middle East. Irwell Riverside has higher level of residents from the Far East.

Anecdotal information suggests that East Salford has seen an increase in its Muslim population in the past decade. In an effort understand this trend; a study by the University of Salford has been carried out based on personal interviews with 483 households. Findings are yet to be published.

3 Health

This section aims to highlight the key health messages from data that have been included in Salford’s Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) 2010 - Phase 1 Neighbourhood Profiles.  

The JSNA is an on-going process of updating and improving data and information with new Neighbourhood profiles to be completed early in 2011.
The health of the population in Salford has improved over the last decade but is generally poorer than the average for both the North West region and England as a whole.  The rates of improvement of many health conditions need to be much greater to match national rates.

The biggest causes of premature death (i.e. in people under 75 years) in Salford are:

· Circulatory/cardiovascular disease (primarily heart disease)

· All cancers, particularly Lung cancer
· Respiratory diseases (lung disease)

In order to improve life expectancy for the people of Kersal, Broughton and Irwell Riverside, improvements need to be made in all health issues, and in particular:
· premature deaths from Cardio Vascular Disease

· premature deaths from all cancers

· teenage conceptions

· child obesity

· breastfeeding.
3.1 Wider Causes of Ill Health and Deaths in Salford
The report ‘Where wealth means health’ 1 from the North West Public Health Observatory describes how a range of socio-economic factors can affect the likelihood of a person developing a disease or dying prematurely.  These factors include:

· Individual lifestyle (smoking, alcohol, diet, physical activity, drugs)
· Social and community factors e.g. unemployment, crime, social 
      exclusion, local cultures

· Living and working conditions:  e.g. housing and air or water quality

· General socio-economic factors that impact on health e.g. poverty 
      and income, economic issues and educational attainment.

The study found that compared with the residents of the wealthiest areas in the North West region (top 20%), those living in the poorest 20% are: 

· Three times more likely to be admitted to hospital for mental health 
       conditions

· Five times more likely to suffer alcohol related conditions requiring 
      hospital admission

· More than twice as likely to suffer from heart conditions or asthma, and 

· More than twice as likely to die from either smoking or alcohol related 
      conditions. 

It is planned to include more information on socio-economic factors in Phase 2 of the JSNA and Neighbourhood profiles.
3.2 Life Expectancy
The data used for the charts below is at ward level (old ward boundaries) and represents ONS 1999-2003 experimental statistics. 

Key findings are that:

· There is a strong correlation between life expectancy and deprivation.  In Salford the difference in life expectancy for males and females varies by approximately 10 years between those people living in the most and least deprived areas.  
· Life expectancy throughout East Salford is much lower than the National average, particularly in Broughton where males live on average until 68 years, and females until 73 years: respectively 10 and 9 years less than nationally. Figures for Kersal, however, are closer to national averages particularly for women.

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3.3 Mortality Data (numbers of deaths)
Most of the data used here are data on premature deaths, i.e. deaths under 75 years of age.  These indicate which health problems are contributing to shorter life expectancies and health inequalities.

The graphs below show the Standard Mortality Ratios (SMR) at MSOA level. SMR compares the proportion of the deaths observed in a particular area with the number that would be expected in that area if its mortality rate was the same as the national one.   Some of the charts below show the SMR line for England (which is always 100), the line for the North West (which is always 125) and for Salford (which is always 148).  The SMRs for the local areas are shown in the charts’ bars, which, following statistical analysis, have been coded as: 

Red if a value is significantly higher/worse than the England SMR 

Yellow if a value that is not significantly different from the England SMR

Green if a value that is significantly lower/better than the England SMR.

3.3.1 All Cause Mortality Under 75 years 
This relates to deaths from all causes, classified by the underlying one.
The all cause mortality rate in most of East Salford is significantly higher for males than would be expected if the areas had the same age-specific death rate as England, and is particularly high in Broughton (016).  
All cause death rate for males and females in Kersal is not significantly different from the England rate.

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3.3.2 Cancer Mortality Under 75yrs
Cancer mortality is deaths from all cancers (malignant neoplasms), classified by underlying cause of death. In Broughton and Irwell Riverside the cancer death rate in males is significantly higher than the National rate, while for females it is significantly higher in part of Broughton only.

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3.3.3 Lung Cancer Mortality Under 75yrs all 

These data relate to deaths from lung cancer, classified by underlying cause of death.
Death rates from lung cancer in East Salford are significantly higher than for England as a whole but with rates in parts of Broughton (MSOA 22) being considerably higher. SMR in Kersal however is comparable to Salford’s SMR.

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3.3.4 Cardiovascular Disease (CVD) Mortality Under 75 yrs 
Cardiovascular disease (CVD), covers all diseases that affect the heart and circulation.  In Broughton and Irwell Riverside CVD mortality rate is significantly higher for than the national average particularly for females where the rate is over three times higher.
In Kersal, CVD death rate for males and females is not significantly different from in the whole of England.

3.4 Obesity

The causes of obesity relate to a wide variety of societal and behavioural factors. In adults, obesity is commonly defined by a Body Mass Index (BMI) of 30 or more, while for children the British 1990 growth charts are used to define weight status.

3.4.1 Child obesity, Reception Year and Year 6 (NCMP 2008-09)

Child obesity rates in Salford are below those for the North West and England.  
However, child obesity is generally still too high for child health in the short and long term, as children who are obese often become adults who are obese and have a higher risk of a range of illnesses.  

Ward level data varies from year to year for child obesity, as a different class of children is being measured each year, i.e. each new Reception class and each new Year 6 class.  

Child obesity in Reception Year in 2008-09 across East Salford was not significantly different from the England rate.  

Child obesity in Year 6 in 2008-09 was higher than the England rate in Broughton and Kersal by around 6% but the same in Irwell Riverside.



3.4.2 Adult Obesity 
Adult obesity is not measured widely across local areas, so national rates give an indication of what rates in Salford are likely to be.

Nationally it is estimated that 33% of adults are obese, and 66% of adults are either overweight or obese.  

Based on 2008 population data, this would mean that approximately 59,587 people over 16 years in Salford were obese, and approximately 119,174 were overweight or obese (out of 180,566 people aged 16 or over).

3.5 U18 Conceptions/Teenage Pregnancy (ONS 2005-07)
This is a measure of teenage conceptions among females under the age of 18.

A 'hotspot' is classified as where there are more than 60 conceptions per 1000 young women who are under 18 years old.  

Broughton and Irwell Riverside are each classed as 'hotspots' for teenage conceptions.  

Kersal had a rate of under 18 conceptions in 2005-07 that was lower than the England rate.

3.6 Breastfeeding at 6 to 8 Weeks
Breastfeeding rates are measured at birth (e.g. the percentage of mothers who initiate breastfeeding) and at 6 to 8 weeks.  
In Quarter 4 of 2009-10, breastfeeding at 6 to 8 weeks was not significantly different from the England rate in Broughton and Irwell Riverside.  In Kersal  it was higher.

Increasing breastfeeding rates in all neighbourhoods will be beneficial to child health.

4 Worklessness
This section draws together data from key sources at ward level (old ward boundaries) and serves to identify the proportion of people of working age across East Salford who are claiming out of work, incapacity and lone parent benefits. It’s being used as a fair representation for the whole East Salford Neighbourhood although it does include sections of the population that no longer fall within the most recent neighbourhood area boundaries
There is strong evidence that long periods out of work can contribute to a 50%-66% decline in general health, and two- to three-fold increase in mental health problems and 20% greater risk of mortality.

4.1 Out of Work Benefits
The table below shows the total out-of work benefit claimants as a proportion of the working age population split by type of claim. Carers Allowance, Lone Parent allowance, Bereavement Allowance and Disability Living Allowance are grouped as ‘Other’. Figures are based on official labour market statistics (NOMIS) from the Office for National Statistics and the Department for Work and Pensions in February 2010.

The proportion of the population claiming benefits across the Neighbourhood is 27%, which is high when compared with the Salford average of 20.1% and the National average of 15.1%.

Broughton has the highest level of benefit claimants in the city with more than one in three working age people (35.4%) out of work. 50% of claimants (18.5% of the population) are receiving incapacity benefit which is double the regional average.

The highest increase over the last year was experienced in Kersal with a 10% rise in claimants.  Bearing in mind such a sudden increase, claimant levels in Kersal are the lowest in East Salford; are not much higher than regional , and are better than city wide levels.

Blackfriars and Pendelton have seen a small increases in total claimants, compared with national trends. This may be due to the relatively high baseline of worklessness in these areas.
4.2 Total Benefit Claimants by Gender and Age
The Dept for Work and Pensions (DWP)’s published data does not allow for gender/ age segmentation of people in receipt of principlal out-of-work benefits.  We can look at the Total Benefit Claimant data as an indication of group characteristics.

The table above demonstrates that there is a relatively even split in the gender of claimants overall and that more than half fall within the 25 to 49 year old category.

4.3 Household Income

The figures in the table below have been organised in ascending order with the wards with lowest household median income at the top. As can be seen Broughton has the lowest average household income in the city. Households in Broughton earn an average of £8,519 less than Swinton North (at the middle of the table) and £30,971 less than Boothtown and Ellenbrook (with the highest average household income in the city).

5 Education

This section provides data from the department for Education for Key Stage two Standard Assessment Test (SAT) results, and GCSE and equivalent results. The former provide an indication of the level of literacy and numeracy for children aged 11, while the latter provide an indication of educational attainment at school leaving age.

5.1 Primary Education
The table below shows the proportion of pupils at age 11 passing their national SATs test in English and Maths.

East Salford’s general attainment is in line with the national average. Results are on average 10% higher than national and regional figures in Kersal and are in line with regional figures in Charlestown.

Attainment in Broughton and Blackfriars is lower than the national average, particularly for English (-10% average). Secondary Education

As can be seen the attainment levels in the two main secondary schools fall well below national levels. The Albion has almost doubled its attainment between 2008 and 2009. All Hallows saw marked improvement (+16%) between 2007 and 2008. The two Jewish faith schools improved considerably in 2007 and have maintained very high results since.
5.2 Young People Not in Employment, Education or Training (NEET)
The following section provides an account of the educational and employment status for the school leaving (16 to 18 year old) section of the population.

Most school leavers will enter employment, training or further education, but some will not falling into the NEET category. Owing to difficulties in engaging with some hard to reach groups, there is also a number of young people who will not have been ‘tracked’ and are therefore classed as ‘unknown’. 

With just over nine percent of young people aged 16-18 classed as NEET, councils and other local agencies recognise that reducing NEET levels is a priority. Plans made under the last Government by the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) to reduce the NEET level nationally to 7.6 percent in 2010 will be adversely affected by the economic downturn and harder to achieve.
The data below have been provided by Connexions Salford, who express the need to “exercise caution when considering those 16-18 year olds indicated as 'situation unknown' “.
 

Personal Advisers at Connexions Salford are in the final stages of contacting 2010 school leavers for whom there is no indicated destination which should help reduce the ‘unknown’ figure. Anecdotal information suggests that typically 80% of the ‘unknown’ young people are found to be in employment, education or training.
The data presented shows that both Broughton and Irwell Riverside are still considerably above the national target of 7.6%. Kersal on the other hand is below the target by 1.2%. 

Collectively, East Salford neighbourhood has a total of 8.7% NEETS which is close to the national figure of around 9%.

School Leavers’ Status  October 2010
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6 Crime 
This section provides a comparison between ward figures for the latest available 12 months (August 2009 to July 2010) and those for the corresponding period from the previous year (August 2008 to July 2009). The tables show the total recorded incidents across a number of crimes for both the 12 month periods,  and percentage increases or decreases. These data have been extracted from the Crime and Disorder Briefing prepared for elected members and Local Partnership Delivery Groups by Greater Manchester Police GMP.

6.1 Serious Violent Crime (SVC)
A Tackling Violent Crime Group’ has been formed and has an action plan  in place which includes high profile policing initiatives to combat violent crime across the city
There has been a 20% overall decrease in serious violent crime in East Salford. The total amount of incidents reported account for 15.1% of the city’s total.

6.2 Serious Acquisitive Crime (SAC) 




On 21st December 2009 Salford City Council opened its new CCTV control room. It provides 24 hour monitoring of more than 150 public space CCTV cameras and incorporates direct lines of communication to Greater Manchester Police via the police airwaves radio system.  This close partnership working together with the ability (March 2010 onwards) for GMP operational control rooms to access live camera images, will contribute significantly to reductions in serious acquisitive crime.

There has been an overall decrease of 33% across East Salford in SAC recorded crimes. The greatest reduction has occurred in Irwell Riverside with 487 fewer reported crimes. The highest frequency of SAC incidents in Irwell Riverside occurred between September and December in both  2009 and 2010, although in the run up to Christmas 2009 there was a 51% decrease compared to the previous year.

6.3 Burglary Dwelling 





Domestic burglary resulting from poor security continues to be a problem both in Salford and nationally.  In December 2009 GMP launched a public awareness campaign which used direct mail and Life in Salford media channels to educate citizens.

The table below shows that there has been an overall decrease in offences of 19% in East Salford.

6.4 Vehicle Crime
The tables below show figures for theft of and from motor vehicles. 

There has been an overall decrease of 14% in thefts of vehicles; however, Broughton still remains the area with the highest numbers of thefts across the city. 

There has been an overall decrease citywide of 28% in thefts from motor vehicles. East Salford has benefited from and even greater reduction of 46% and Irwell Riverside, a city hotspot, has a reduction of over 50%.  In December 2009 a number of commissioning bids were approved, including a project that saw street lighting at a serious Irwell Riverside hotspot redesigned to meet the lighting standards for high crime areas.

6.6 Anti Social Behaviour (ASB)
Antisocial behaviour is any aggressive, intimidating or destructive activity that damages or destroys another person's quality of life.
In the 3rd quarter of 2010, Broughton was the main cluster for ASB, incorporating the 1st & 2nd  largest ‘hotspots’ of ASB (40 & 31 incidents respectively) within this cluster and the largest hotspots for small fires (9 incidents) & Criminal Damage (14 incidents).

The ASB Simple2start scanning highlighted that Grecian Street (14 incidents) was in the top three identified streets.  12 of the 14 incidents refer to the nuisance and inappropriate use of two motorbikes (one red, one blue) in Albert Park by youths, mainly between 17:00 and 19:00 hours.

6.7 Environmental Crime 

6.7.1 Fly Tipping

The fly tipping of controlled waste is a serious criminal offence which carries a fine of up to £50,000 (unlimited if indicted to the Crown Court). 
In the period between July and September 2010, a total of 751 fly tipping incidents were reported across Salford City.  

The three East Salford wards accounted for 35% of total fly-tipping reported offences in the City. Broughton had the highest number of incidents at 127 (17% of City total), followed by Irwell Riverside with 96 incidents (13% of City total); Kersal ranked 7th with 38 incidents (5.5% of City total)

Fly-tipping in Salford July-September 2010




As can be seen in the pie chart above, more than a third of all fly tipping incidents occurred in the East Salford neighbourhood. 

6.7.2 Waste Management

A new system of data collection is being developed by the Environmental Services department whereby the increasing incidence of contamination of recycling bins can be effectively monitored. This system will enable identifying of hotspot areas and identify sections of the community with whom to start a dialogue to better understand the issues and solutions to the area’s waste management.

Data will be made available as soon as the new system is finalised and operational.
7 Conclusion
This baseline paper provides a detailed but by no means complete profile of the East Salford Neighbourhood area’s socio-economic circumstances. 

It serves to disseminate key messages about the neighbourhood’s performance for stakeholders including local people.  It provides benchmarks for targets to assist future neighbourhood planning and the commissioning process by identifying issues which need to be addressed in order to reduce inequalities.
7.1 Key Findings
The following paragraphs provide a summary of the findings presented in this paper

7.1.1 Demographics

There has been significant overall population growth between 2001 and 2008, particularly in Broughton where there has been a 12.6% increase. 

2001 census data show ethnic diversity to be similar to the national makeup with roughly 90% of the population being white. However, the local primary school census data show a different local picture with only 30% white uptake in the Broughton and Irwell Riverside catchments. 

7.1.2 Health

Life expectancy throughout East Salford is much lower than the National average, particularly in Broughton where it’s 68 years for males and 73 years for females: respectively 10 and 9 years less than the national average.  Figures for Kersal, however, are similar to national ones particularly for women.

Broughton has the highest mortality ratios across all causes of death, particularly for men with over twice the national average for all causes and three times the national average for lung cancer.

The biggest causes of premature death (i.e. in people under 75 years) in Salford are:

· Circulatory/cardiovascular disease (primarily heart disease), particularly prevalent in females in Broughton with a mortality rate more than 3 times the National average.

· All cancers, particularly lung cancer

· Respiratory diseases (lung disease)

Child obesity is not a problem throughout reception years but figures for obesity in year 6 in Broughton and Kersal are significantly (about 18%) higher than the national rate.

Broughton and Irwell Riverside are hotspots for teenage pregnancies with over 60 teenage pregnancies per 1000 young women.

7.1.3 Unemployment

In August 2010 there was a total of 7,210 out-of-work benefit claimants in the Community Committee Area with over one in three people claiming benefits in Broughton (35%).
Kersal has seen a 10% increase in benefit claimants in the past year.

7.1.4 Crime

There has been an overall decrease in crime across East Salford particularly in Irwell Riverside which is no longer a priority area for criminal damage and vehicle crimewith 88 and 189 less incidents respectively recorded in periods October to December 2009 and 2010. 

There has, however, been an increase in antisocial behaviour with 69 more incidents reported in the same time period. These mostly occurred in Broughton and of late 3 hotspots have been identified, requiring intensive partner intervention in all three.

The number of fly-tipping incidents is also a cause for concern with over a third of all the city’s reported incidents in 2010 being in East Salford. 
7.1.5 Educational Attainment

East Salford’s general attainment for Key Stage 2 level 4 English and Maths is near national levels, although Kersal exceeds national levels by 10%for both English and Maths.

Broughton and Blackfriars on the other hand achieved 10% less (for English, possibly due to the higher number of ethnic minorities attending local primary schools.
The number of pupils achieving 5+ A*-C GSE’s at Albion and All Hallows 
schools in 2009 was 20% and 10% respectively: lower than the national average (49.8%).

However, the results for the Albion almost doubled from 19% to 26% between 2008 and 2009.

Surveys of school leavers show that an increasing number of young people aged 16-18 are not in employment, education or training.

7.2 Emerging Priorities

The following emerging priorities were presented to the Community Committee and Neighbourhood partnership board in the Autumn 2010:

Health
· Reduce the number of deaths from lung cancer and cardiovascular diseases, particularly among women in Broughton.
· Reduce the number of obese young people in year 6 and above.
Worklessness
· Increase the number of people in education through personal skills development and training that result in employment.

· Support people who are coming off incapacity benefit.
Young People
· Provide a range of activities that targeted at young people who are or at risk of becoming NEET.
Environmental Issues
· Reduce the amount of fly-tipping in the area.
· Have a waste management system that ensures effective household recycling.
