	Description of Priorities

What the data and results of the engagement say about the priorities in the neighbourhood. There does not have to be a link between corporate objectives and community priorities. Priorities should focus on the issues, not how priorities can be met (Approx 300 words)
Although good progress has been made since the last Community Action Plan most priorities have been carried forward from last year. This was partly due to the complexities of some of the projects/ issues and the need to procure funding.

Both the Irlam and Cadishead MSOA’s gained in population. The Cadishead MSOA population grew by 8% , more than four times the Salford average.

In general Irlam and Cadishead have some of the worst health outcomes in Salford. In order to improve life expectancy improvements need to be made across all health issues, and in particular by reducing levels of obesity in reception age children and in the general population, reducing the consumption of alcohol by young people and reducing premature deaths from Cardio Vascular Disease in females in Cadishead.

There is a higher level of residents with no qualifications in comparison with the city although secondary schools have had best results ever at GCSE level. A 6th Form College is now located in the district.

Unemployment has risen across the district and Moss Vale indices of deprivation are similar to inner city wards. Moss Vale  has the second highest Lone Parent Income Support rate in the city, five times the national average,

Good progress has been made in reducing crime however ASB is still a threat despite the reductions e.g. issues in Prince’s Park with large groups congregating , sheer numbers rather than offences.

Repairs to highways have increased but this continues to be a priority as well as the improvement of the Liverpool Road Corridor.

The improvements of Parks and Open Spaces are still priorities as well as the Mossland Vision document which needs to be revisited and an action plan drawn up.
