3. Continue to develop opportunities that promote community vibrancy and involvement.
· Widening community use of schools, building on existing provision with Salford Community Leisure and the Youth Service, to provide a sustained programme of activities for children and young people.

· Develop with partners further mechanisms for publicity and promotion of all community activities.
· Facilitate and support local community events.
· Empower existing and emerging community groups.

4. Promote care, pride and investment in the wider environment with particular focus upon street cleaning, highway maintenance and brightening of green, open spaces. 
        Area wide priorities:

· Cleaning of street furniture across the area.
· Sustaining In Bloom project.
5. Improve transport, particularly public transport provision, reduce congestion and improve air quality. 
· Improve transport to increase access of residents to service and employment opportunities.
6. Addressing incidents and perception of crime and antisocial behaviour.
· Local promotion of the Neighbourhood Police Team and PACT meeting through newsletters, community groups, notice boards and local venues.

· Good News Stories tackling ASB and crime, “You said, we did”.

Little Hulton

· Reduce the number of incidents of antisocial behaviour in the Madamswood area.

Walkden North

· Reduce levels of antisocial behaviour on the Brindley estate.

· Reduce Burglary levels

	· Walkden Town centre is a priority through Salford West Regeneration Strategy. 

· Development of new Walkden (2011) high school.
· Working Neighbourhood Team launched in October 2009.

· Cutacre site may produce opportunities for leisure and employment.

	· Improve public transport within the area. Place Survey results indicate this issue. 
· Salford has 41 Super output areas with over 25% of working population claiming out of work Benefits, eight of these areas have much higher figures (ranging from 30 to 45%) and are in the wards of LH and WN. National average is 13 %.
· Little Hulton and Walkden North have a higher than average level of residents with no qualifications in comparison with the City average.
· The need to link training and employment opportunities to potential beneficiaries.
· Levels of crime are high when compared to neighbouring areas, levels are falling however perception of crime and ASB caused by youths is high in some areas of the 3 wards. (Big Listening).
· Little Hulton has been identified as one of eleven Salford Wards which are hotspots for teenage pregnancy.
· The funding available for highway maintenance is not sufficient to carry out all necessary work.
