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A referendum has been called in Salford to ask the 
people of the city the following question: “Should 
the electors for the area of Salford elect a Mayor 
who, with a Cabinet, will be in charge of our local 
services and lead Salford City Council?”

It was called after the Chief Executive, Barbara 
Spicer, received a valid petition signed by more 
than five per cent of the city’s electorate. The Local 
Government Act 2000 states that the council is 
legally obliged to hold a referendum if more than 
five per cent of the electorate call for it.

The referendum will be held in January 2012. If the 
electorate votes in favour of the elected mayor a 
mayoral election will be held later in 2012. If local 
people vote against it,  the current system with a 
leader and cabinet model will remain and it will not 
be possible to hold a further referendum on this 
subject for another ten years.

In preparation for the referendum the council’s 
constitution has been reviewed to show how the 
council could be run if the public decide to elect 
a mayor. You can view and give your comments at

Food waste on the 
recycling menu
Recycling services for residents 
are being expanded to include 
food waste. 

From September 2011 onwards, 
an additional 30,000 households 
have been able to recycle their food 
waste using the pink-lidded bin 
already provided for garden waste.  

Eligible households have 
automatically received this 
new service along with detailed 
information in the post.

The new service has been 
introduced after residents asked 
how they could do more to help 
boost the 34% of waste that is 
currently recycled in Salford.

This is the second phase of a pilot 
service that is being rolled out 
across the city. 

The first phase of the pilot scheme 
has already been successful in 
Worsley, Boothstown, Irlam and 
Cadishead. 

An incredible 8.3 million tonnes of 
food is thrown away by households 
in the UK every year - and almost 
a third of the content of an average 
black refuse bin in Salford is made 
up of food waste.  

The service is in addition to 
existing recycling activities and 
Salford crews currently pick up 
and process around 540 tonnes of 
waste material every week.

Salford’s first outdoor play 
area for disabled children is 
now open after parents asked 
for somewhere safe for their 
children to play.

The play area at Springwood 
Primary School on Barton Road in 
Swinton has a wheelchair swing, 
roundabout and slide, water 
features and musical instruments 
and importantly, an accessible 
toilet and changing facilities. 

The play area, which has been 
designed to be used by disabled 
children aged between three and 
16 years-old, was built in the 
school grounds as it’s a facility 
well known to families with 
disabled children. 

The Mayor of Salford officially 
opened the play area, which has 
been funded by the government’s 
Aiming High for Disabled Children 
programme and a Sure Start play 
builder grant.

Lesley Roberts, Springwood 
Primary’s headteacher said: 
“We are really pleased that 
Springwood Primary was chosen 
as the home for the disabled play 
area. It has everything a play area 
should have and it’s lovely and 
colourful. Children are going to 
love playing here.”

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In part two of our feature on recent developments in the city, we are focusing on 
Salford Quays, Greengate, Chapel Street, Ordsall, the Crescent and University of 
Salford and the route of the River Irwell from the Meadows to Salford Quays. The 
area is currently undergoing some exciting changes, so we’ve brought you the latest 
news on the transformation of the area.

Round-up 
of regeneration

Salford Central and Chapel Street 
Chapel Street is the old civic 
centre of Salford. The area boasts 
a rich heritage, with a number 
of noteworthy listed buildings 
including the Grade II* listed 
Cathedral of St John, Cathedral 
House, Grade II former Town Hall 
and St. Philip’s Church. 

The £10 million transformation of 
Chapel Street which is currently 
underway will result in traffic 
calming, pavement widening and 
a new public space in front of 
Salford Cathedral. Bexley Square 
and Salford Cathedral Gardens 
have already been revitalised 
with new attractive landscaping, 

lighting and street furniture. 
These works have been funded 
through the North West Regional 
Development Agency and the 
European Regional Development 
Fund.

Long term plans for the area 
will create a high quality 
environment for living, working 
and relaxing, with a distinctive 
collection of shops, cafes and 
leisure opportunities alongside 
a significant new commercial 
quarter. Pedestrian friendly 
streets and public transport 
improvements will make 
exploring and travelling to the 
area easy and enjoyable. 

Salford Central Station is set to 
become an important part of the 
area’s development. The station 
itself has already benefitted 
from major investment in new 
entrances. Work is progressing 
with Network Rail and Transport 
for Greater Manchester to 
develop future proposals that 
would provide greater regional 
and national connectivity, with 
more trains stopping at the 
station and improved station 
facilities. 

The redevelopment plans for 
Chapel Street, when complete, 
will generate some 11,000 
jobs, 220,000 square metres of 
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commercial floorspace for office, 
retail, and leisure development, 
849 homes and 390 hotel rooms.

Greengate 
The transformation of 13 hectares 
of vacant and derelict land will 
reconnect the historic centre 
of Salford to Manchester. In 
partnership with private sector 
partner, ASK Developments, 
and Network Rail the plans for 
Greengate will deliver 111,110 
square metres of commercial, 
hotel, retail, leisure and 
residential space including the 
innovative House 4 Life project. 
This will generate up to 5,200 new 
jobs. The House 4 Life Project, is 
an exciting new family housing 
scheme on a 1.45 hectare 
brownfield site in the heart of the 
Greengate area of Salford across 
from Manchester city centre.

New public spaces are already 
being established with the 
assistance of £10.3 million from 
the Homes and Communities 
Agency, North West Development 
Agency and European funds. 
The new public areas feature 
a footbridge linking Salford 
and Manchester, event space, 
sculptures and 36 fountains.
One of these spaces, the Urban 
Cove, is already underway 
and will be finished by April 
2012. The designs show a 
stunning visitor attraction, 
taking advantage of the natural 
waterside setting with sculpture 
and an iconic new pedestrian 
footbridge over the River Irwell to 
Manchester’s medieval quarter 
and retail centre. A second phase, 
Greengate Link, will also be 
completed in April 2012 beneath 
and around the existing railway 
viaduct, providing an attractive 
pedestrian route to Greengate 
Square which will become the 
green heart of Greengate. 

Irwell River Park 
Irwell River Park is already 
transforming the day to day 
workings of an 8 km stretch of the 
Manchester Ship Canal and the 
River Irwell. 

Already complete is the new 
river frontage promenade at the 
Imperial War Museum North 
linking through to MediaCityUK. 
Also complete are new and 
improved routes and links to 
the river through Ordsall and 
Castlefield with more connections 
for pedestrians and cyclists. 
There are new pathways, 
greening and wetland at The 
Meadows, near the University of 
Salford. 

New maintenance systems are 
being introduced and a new litter 
boat now operates along the 
Irwell collecting rubbish floating 
in the waterway. 

Current projects include a 
transformation of the Riverside 
at Chapel Wharf and a new 
bridge connection between 
Spinningfields and Salford 
Central station which is on site 
and due to be completed by 
March 2012. Environmental 
improvements to the Anaconda 
stretch will also be complete in 
March 2012 for the benefit of local 
communities. 

Soapworks and Ordsall 
A key landmark for the new 
look Ordsall waterfront is the 
Soapworks at Ivy Wharf (pictured 
above), a refurbishment of the 
former Colgate Palmolive soap 
factory which will bring the 
building back into use. The overall 

development has the potential to 
create over 1,500 jobs.

The project will create 38,000 
square metres of flexible space 
for the digital and media sector 
and new business start-ups 
with additional opportunities for 
leisure, retail and residential 
development. Phase 1A, the 
Boilerhouse is now complete 
providing 1,821 square metres 
of office space. A new green link 
provides a great pocket park for 
residents, workers and visitors.

Regeneration is also underway 
on Trafford Road, including a 
new academy, Morrisons and 
Travelodge along with the new 
Radcliffe District Centre including 
retail units and affordable homes.

As previously reported, the 
refurbished Ordsall Hall has 
reopened and the first phase of 
environmental improvements 
to the riverside have been 
completed including new lighting 
and an improved public space to 
Woden Street bridge.

There are also plans to construct 
a new bridge connection at 
Clippers Quay linking Salford 
and Trafford, cycleways will be 
widened and water taxi facilities 
developed at a number of key 
sites.

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A £500 million programme is transforming Lower 
Broughton. Leading this large and ambitious 
regeneration scheme, Salford City Council is working in 
partnership with Countryside Properties, Urban Vision, 
Laing O’Rourke, and social housing groups Salix Homes, 
Contour Homes and Great Places Housing Group. The 
vision is to create an attractive community and place to 
live in New Broughton. 

New 
Broughton, 
an exciting new community

The New Broughton Village is 
developing into a lively locality 
with over 3,500 new homes 
planned. With all shapes and 
sizes designed, there will be 
something to suit everyone; from 
young professionals looking for 
an urban vibe to families seeking 
a more relaxed environment with 
local facilities. 

The new housing development 
has attracted an average of six 
families a month since properties 
began to be marketed in 2006.  
Bucking economic trends, 823 
homes have been built with a 
further 295 properties in the 
pipeline by March 2013.

The homes in the development 
consist of a range of apartments 
and houses, including everything 
from one bed up to four bed 
properties and a mix of tenures 
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including social housing for rent, 
shared ownership and homes for 
private ownership. The homes 
suit a range of people, with 
different budgets and aspirations. 
Importantly, 49 homes have been 
sold to first time buyers through 
the First Time Buyers Initiative. 
Excitingly, the development 
has recently secured funding 
for more first time buyers in 
the government’s FirstBuy 
programme.

Along with the development of 
new homes and a new primary 
school there is also a large public 
park. The park sits at the heart 
of the community, offering a 
wonderful recreational space with 
attractive landscaping, footpaths 
to explore the park, a children’s 
playground and adult outdoor 
gym area. Local people have been 
involved in the naming of the park 
which will be announced soon. 

The overall transformation of the 
area is attracting new residents 
to New Broughton, creating a 
sustainable community for the 
future and increasing the local 
population which attracts new 
businesses. There are new shops 
on Broughton Lane which provide 
convenient facilities for residents, 
with space for traders such as 
Mark Ryan and Gemma Brookes-
Ryan (pictured) to expand as the 
area develops further.

The regeneration of New 
Broughton has already come 
a long way and is creating an 
impressive redevelopment at the 
74 hectare site.

The new Riverview Primary 
School was built as part of the 
regeneration of Lower Broughton 
and opened its doors to pupils in 
September this year. The school 
brings together the two former 
school communities of North 
Grecian Street and Charlestown 
Primary.

The building and its surrounding 
site has been designed to 
deliver the school’s fresh way 
of teaching, combining state-
of-the-art technology with an 
emphasis on learning outdoors.

The new school day starts with 
the chimes of Big Ben, calling 
teachers to welcome children 
in the morning. Home time is 
signalled by an equally striking 
piece of music piped throughout 
the school.

Continuing the new approach, 
children pay for their school 
lunches and register every day 
using fingerprint biometric 
technology.

All classrooms encourage 
outdoor learning and balconies 
or doors open up to the outside, 
making the most of the specially 
landscaped surroundings 
including an amphitheatre, pond 
and woodland classroom.

The school is also home 
to a children’s centre hub, 
which offers health services, 
family support and access to 
information on childcare, training 
and employment.

Budget 
consultation
Following the government’s 
comprehensive spending 
review in 2010, a two year grant 
settlement for local authorities 
was announced for the financial 
years 2011/12 and 2012/13.  This 
meant that Salford City Council 
needed to find savings of nearly 
£40 million in this current year’s 
budget with a further £18 million 
in the 2012/13 revenue budget. 

Decisions will be made in 
February 2012 on how money 
should be allocated amongst 
Salford City Council services, 
such as refuse collection, 
libraries, sports centres, road 
maintenance and housing and the 
provision of social care for adults 
and children.

With further reductions in money 
available it is really important that 
decisions are made which take 
into account your views, because 
services are provided to support 
and benefit local people.

This year (2011/12) the budget was divided in the following way:

One of the ways the council is 
saving money over the next 
couple of years is by reducing 
the number of buildings used. 
We are also working with 
other public services to share 
buildings wherever possible.

During the spring and summer 
of 2011, the council has moved 
out of the Broadwalk Centre in 
Pendleton which is being leased 
out to Salford City College and a 
training company called Create. 
We’ve also moved out of Halton 
House on Eccles Old Road and 
this building is now up for sale.  

In Broughton, the council is 
moving out of Sahal Court and 
the old Broughton Library has 
been leased to a community 
group.

In Irlam, the council is moving 
more services into Irlam 
Library and the new Irlam and 
Cadishead Community College 
extended facilities. The Astley 
Road council offices will be 
demolished and the land will be 
incorporated into plans for local 
facilities. 

We’re committed to making 
sure that services to the public 
are not affected by reducing the 
number of buildings that we 
operate from. In many cases the 
service you receive will be better 
as there will be more services 
provided from one place which 
will make it easier if you need to 
contact us in person. There will 
be regular updates about how 
to locate services in your area 
in this magazine, so watch this 
space.

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The reality of living in 
poverty means different 
things for different 
families, and the case 
studies of David, Maria 
and Emma provide some 
idea of the challenges 
that people face and the 
support that they need 
from the council and our 
partners.
Although the names have been 
changed, the case studies are 
based on real people who told us 
about their experiences.
What we’ve done 
In Salford, we’ve already done 
much to tackle family poverty 
and to increase the opportunities 
and life chances available to all 
people.

In the last year we have: 
•	Created 844 jobs across the city 
through the Future Jobs Fund, 
giving young people the chance 
to gain work experience.

•	Provided council 
apprenticeships for ten care 
leavers. 

•	Brought nearly £1.5 million 
to local people in Warm Front 
grants, which reached 1,267 
people. 

•	Continued to improve 
educational attainment with over 
99% of 16 year olds now gaining 
at least one qualification.  

•	Reduced the proportion of 16 to 
18 year olds not in education, 
employment or training to 5.8% 
(from 6.6% the previous year). 
We’ve also continued to work 
with our partners to support 
young people, for example 
through our pledge to create 500 
apprenticeships in 2011. 

•	Increased the number of 
under 18 year olds accessing 
contraception services.  
Between April and July 2011, 
2,015 young people attended 

clinics. We are also running 
contraception awareness 
campaigns in high schools.

•	Worked closely with families 
with complex needs in key areas 
of the city to reduce the costs 
of public services and improve 
results.  

What we still need to do
We have made progress but 
there is a long way to go. We 
have published a strategy which 
outlines how we will reduce 
family poverty and improve life 
chances covering education, 
childcare, training, housing, the 
environment, employment, health 
and financial support.  

The large scale changes identified 
in the document mean that the 
council and partners will: 
•	Work with a family as a whole 
rather than individual members. 

•	Identify the support families 
need so they can manage debt 
and get financial help. 

•	Improve working with partners 
to promote the right services. 

•	Personalise services to the 
needs of individual people 
where we can and offer direct 
payments to families to get the 
support they need.

•	Work with employers to get local 
people into local jobs. 

•	Support people in gaining the 
right skills and qualifications 
they need to get into and 
continue to progress in work.

Better with personalised support… 
Maria lives with her two 
daughters, aged 12 and 15.  
She recently got a job, having 
been unemployed for a year. 
Whilst she was out of work, 
she made lots of cut backs and 
often had to limit spending on 
her daughters. She struggled 
with paying for things like 
school trips and she knows that 
sometimes her daughters didn’t 

In practice, this means that we 
will make sure that we tackle 
all of the causes of poverty and 
change the way we work to help 
families in need, like those of 
David, Maria and Emma. The 
example of Emma shows the 
difference that we can make 
with personalised and targeted 
support that helps people realise 
their potential.

Emma had been out of a job for 
a while because of ill health. 
This had really knocked her 
confidence and she didn’t feel 
she had much to offer. Her Skills 
and Work advisor, Richard, 
helped her to build up her 
confidence, rediscovering her 
many strengths and encouraging 
her to go for the jobs she really 
wanted.
