Action Sheet Update.

The following items were removed from the Action Sheet:-

Chairs in Travel Shop: Chairs were DDA compliant and safe and there was no money available to install a lower chair.  A chair with a lower seat would be brought out of the office and into the shop by Age Concern Staff whenever a customer required this. 
Electrification of Railway Network: All diversion signs were in place.  Work was due to finish in August 2011.

	Longstanding issue - passengers had to stand on muddy verge whilst waiting for bus and disembarking.  There had been numerous requests to relocate the bus stop.  GMPTE had closed the bus stop on safety grounds.  Jess Powell, Street Furniture Administrator at GMPTE had confirmed that, due to health and safety risks, the bus stop would not be re-opened until the City of Salford Stadium was complete.  The Task Group had agreed to leave this item on the action sheet to ensure the bus stop opened on completion of Salford Stadium.

	Danger caused when buses stop on Barton Lane.
	The Task Group had advised that there was no place for a bus to stop safely around the junction of Arthur St and Barton Road.  The bus travelling towards Winton was forced to stop in the opposite lane due to parked cars, which was dangerous.  John Butler had agreed to arrange a consultation on a bus stop clear way.

This stop was on the list to be visited by PTE and Police.  Update required from John Butler.

	Numerous potholes across the 3 wards, mainly caused by the weather in Winter 2009/10.
	Urban Vision were following an agreed network recovery plan to repair potholes with actionable defects (i.e. over 50mm deep).  Priority for repairs was classified roads, A roads, then B roads, then C roads.  Then unclassified roads near schools, then unclassified networks.  
JULY 2011

Task Group members agreed to phone Urban Vision’s helpline no. 909 6505.to report individual potholes that needed repairing.  (Please advise of a landmark - e.g.  the nearest house no. or street lamp no. to aid site identification when calling the helpline). The Task Group advised that repairs to Portland Road had not been completed – there was still a pothole near Wentworth High School.  Andy Devine agreed to report this back to Urban Vision.

	Defective Grids on Regent Street
	Sunken grids which flooded had first been reported by the Task Group prior to 16.10.09.
Urban Vision had investigated.  They had advised that faults were occurring because the block paving used on the stretch of road was an unsuitable construction choice made by GMPTE.  John Horrocks had stated in an email response to the task group, dated 16.10.09 that no funding was available to redo the work.  Steve Mangan had advised that U.V. could only carry out localised repairs on faults that fell within the defined criteria.  In November 2010 the Task Group reported that the sunken grid/flooding problem was getting worse - so this issue needed to stay on the action sheet.  The issue had been taken to the Neighbourhood Partnership Board.  Grids across the city were being replaced with non-metal ones to combat theft.    The Task Group agreed that this item should remain on the Action sheet for monitoring.

	Black Cabs parking in Eccles Town Centre
	A task group member reported there were too many Black Cabs waiting in Eccles Centre i.e. not enough parking bays for them.  14 parked Black Cabs had recently been counted.  It had been confirmed that there were 7 allocated spaces for Black Cabs in Eccles Centre i.e. 4 spaces on the South side of Church St (bus station side) and 3 on the north side.  In March 2011, Veronica Farrelly, Licencing Officer had agreed to prioritise patrols, warn and move on taxi drivers in the short term.  She had advised that taxi ranks in Salford were being reviewed.  It was hoped that Highways would come up with some better positioned ranks to ease the congestion in Eccles.

The situation had not improved so the Task Group agreed the issue should go to the Neighbourhood Partnership Board.

	A task group member had noted that the Gateway car park was always full i.e. there was nowhere for visitors to park. Mark Nevin, Gateway Centre Manager had responded to the Task Group’s complaint.  Mark had advised that Gateway Centre management were aware that people were using the car parks but not coming into the centre and were looking at ways to address this. The Task Group had noted that this was a private car park.  A further issue was that disabled people who were able to use the Gateway car park had to navigate themselves to the front of the building after parking up - because the Gateway would not allow the back door to be opened for them.

	Ongoing issue as pedestrian zone is not effective and has a bus station in the middle of it.  Cars travel through illegally and approx. 18 buses per hour legitimately pass through it. Options were being investigated by Steven Lee.  The Task Group had previously put forward ideas that could ease the situation i.e. gaining Home Office approval to use the bus lane camera for illegal car entry, clearer road markings and street furniture - to make the pedestrian zone easier to spot and deter entry.

	This was a resubmission of an item discussed previously that had been lost in the system.  Fencing, road signs and sloping pavement which gathers water made it difficult for pedestrians to pass, especially those with prams etc.  Proposal was to remove fence and signage and alter pavement slope or widen pavement by converting strip of grass into pavement.

At the 26/10/10 meeting,Cllr Jolley had advised that there were problems with potholes around the Royal Oak and Aldi as the sets were splitting.  The meeting recommended that widening the pavement and repairing the sets should be considered for a mix of MTAF and Block 3 funding as work would involve both repair and renewal.  Leisure Services were the landowners and had confirmed they would not object to the footway being widened.
