	Description of Priorities
The Ordsall and Langworthy wards are in the top 5% most deprived wards in the national Index of Multiple Deprivation. The priorities for the neighbourhood reflect this, and also take account of the significant social and physical changes taking place and include the following issues:
Health 

Smoking related illness, alcohol related illness, obesity and emotional well-being are priorities in both wards.  The rate of teenage pregnancies continues to be above average.
Crime

Anti-social behaviour and vehicle crime, although much reduced over recent years is still a threat to the area.  Drug use and drug dealing is becoming more apparent and requires partnership intervention.

Financial Exclusion

There is a risk of an increase in unemployment and an emphasis on long-term unemployed is needed.  Access to affordable credit should be expanded.  The opportunities at MediaCityUK, related employment sectors and the expanding retail sector should be exploited.
Community Cohesion

The populations of Ordsall and Langworthy are changing.  There has been an increase in the numbers of refugee/asylum seekers and migrant workers moving into the area.  This has led to ‘hate incidents’ becoming a problem.  New housing in the area and the affect of MediaCityUK and Chapel Street has led to an emphasis on the need for new and existing communities to integrate. 
Other priorities identified:

Maintain youth provision in the context of reduced budgets through the development of partnership projects. Maintain   SAYO/SPARKY project.  Also partnership provision for Under 11s.

Reduce environmental crime and develop Green Network and access to allotments.

Develop a cohesive approach to regeneration initiatives in Ordsall and Langworthy in the absence of Urban Regeneration Company.

· 12 out of 13 (92%) LSOAs in Ordsall and Langworthy are in the 10% most deprived in England.
Health

· Life expectancy for males and females in Ordsall and Langworthy is amongst the lowest in Salford.
· Healthy life expectancy in Ordsall and Langworthy is amongst the lowest in Salford.
· Death rates from cancer and cardiovascular disease are significantly higher than the rest of England.

Teenage Conceptions

· Under 18 conception/pregnancy rates in Langworthy ward are 156 per 1000 women aged under 18 (one of the highest in England) and in Ordsall ward are 80 per 1000 women aged under 18.

Crime

· From 2009 to 2010 there was a reduction of 20.5% across all recorded crimes in Ordsall and Langworthy.
· Major crime threats:  Theft from motor vehicle shows 58% reduction 2009 to 2010.

Worklessness

· In May 2010 36.1% of Langworthy residents claimed an out of work benefit (12.4% for UK)
· In May 2010 23.8% of Ordsall residents claimed an out-of-work benefit.
From Big Listening 13

· 64% of residents are satisfied with Ordsall and Langworthy as a place to live, 21% are dissatisfied.

· 49% of resident agree that Ordsall and Langworthy is a place where people from different backgrounds get on well together.  29% disagree.

· 61% of Ordsall and Langworthy residents think that there is a problem with rubbish and litter lying around the area.  37% don’t think this is a problem.

· 42% of Ordsall and Langworthy residents think there is a problem with vandalism, graffiti and other deliberate damage to property or vehicles.  52% think there is no problem with this. 

· In the last 12-months 13% of residents had volunteered in a club, group or voluntary/community organisation.  83% had not.
