CONDITIONS SUBJECT TO WHICH THE ABOVE LICENCE IS GRANTED

The Animal Welfare Act 2006 consolidates much existing animal health and welfare legislation and provides new powers to deal with animal welfare matters. The Act came into effect on the 6th April 2007 and for the Environment and Community Safety Directorate the key new power is the duty of care that will be placed on owners and keepers of animals and ability for Salford City Council to deal with behaviour likely to cause unnecessary suffering rather than having to wait until we can show animals have suffered.
