	Number of rooms intended for sleeping. Where a bedroom has 

been converted to another use such as an office, it should still be 

counted as a bedroom.  

Conversely, a living room now used as a bedroom (e.g. for an 

invalid) should not be counted as a bedroom.

	Total number of bathrooms or shower rooms in the property which 

is proposed to be licensed.



	Number of toilets 

and wash hand 

basins
	Total number of  toilets with wash basins in the property which is 

proposed for licensing.  Toilets with no hand basin available within 

the same room must not be counted.



	Number of 

kitchens
	Total number of kitchens in the property which is proposed for 

licensing.  Large kitchens even with double facilities should still 

only be counted as one.



	Number of sinks
	Total number of sinks in the property which is proposed for licensing.  Sinks in kitchens should be included here and where there is more than one sink in a kitchen each one should be counted.
