Emtas – Who we are:

We are a team of specialist teachers, bilingual assistants, teaching assistants and an Education Welfare/Traveller Liaison Officer.

We work in partnership with schools, Traveller and minority ethnic communities and statutory and voluntary agencies to meet the needs of bilingual learners, Travellers and ethnic minority pupils at risk of underachieving.

Who is the service for:

We support:

Pupils whose home and community language is other than English.  These pupils may be recent arrivals, including families seeking asylum, from extended stays abroad or they may have been born in UK.

We support Travellers from the following communities;  Gypsy Roma, Travellers of Irish heritage, Showmen, Wayside Travellers and Circus Fairground visitors to Salford.

Ethnic minority and Traveller pupils at risk of under-achievement including pupils from refugees and from families seeking asylum.

School staff and support services working with bilingual, Traveller and ethnic minority families.

What does the service offer:

Specialist teaching

We work towards partnership teaching in all schools.  We work collaboratively with mainstream colleagues and support staff.  We also provide support for small groups of pupils or work with pupils on a one-to-one basis where necessary. 

Staff on the Traveller Support Team can offer support to schools in preparing Distance Learning materials, for Traveller pupils when they go travelling.

Bilingual assistance

We offer first language and bilingual support to enhance curriculum access, home and school links, assessment and pastoral care.  

Free resource loan and development service
We offer culturally specific resources for ethnic minority groups including Travellers.  These include: dual language books, fiction and non-fiction; toys; games and clothes.  There are also books for staff, for personal study, on a range of topics in support of raising ethnic minority achievement.

In-service training

We offer training for language and curriculum support strategies, linguistic diversity, religious and cultural backgrounds.

Assessment

We support early profiling of new arrivals, teacher assessment and end of Key Stage tests and tasks.

Whole school policies, school development plans

We work with schools to take into account the needs and skills of bilingual learners and Traveller pupils for example in relation to admissions, language and assessment policies.

We offer support for whole school policy development particularly in relation to Race Equality and Intercultural Education.

Parental partnership

We support the promotion of school, home and community links.

Pastoral systems

We give information, training, advice and/or resources regarding cultural and religious matters.

How the service operates:

EMTAS is a peripatetic service covering Early Years Units, primary and secondary schools within Salford.

The range of service

Schools are advised and assisted to make full use of our support via:

· Teaching and learning

· Parent Partnership

· INSET/training

· Whole school policy

Service to schools

Working in partnership with our service, schools can monitor and evaluate EMTAS effectiveness in raising achievement.

EMTAS support is most effective when school and EMTAS staff have opportunities for liaison regarding pupil targets, EAL teaching strategies and intercultural activities.
