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Rules and regulations governing erection of buildings on allotment sites 
1.0 General

Allotment holders may receive permission to erect greenhouses and sheds on allotment plots, subject to the following conditions:-

1.1
The total area covered by buildings must not be exceeded by 20 square metres.
1.2
No more than one shed and/or one greenhouse may be erected on any whole or half plot.

1.3   Buildings currently erected on individual allotments will be exempt from these regulations (providing that they are deemed by the Allotments Officer to be safe) until such time as the tenancy of such Allotment changes thereafter.  Any new buildings must comply with these rules.

1.4
No greenhouse/shed shall be erected on any plot, without written application having been made to the Allotments Officer.  Plans should be submitted and written permission obtained from the Allotments Officer.

1.5 The purchase, erection and repairs of greenhouses/sheds, are the responsibility of the plot holder and the greenhouse/shed shall be removed by the tenant on his/her tenancy ceasing for any reason, without liability or claim for compensation being made against the City Council.

2.0 Greenhouses
2.1
Greenhouses must be of a generally accepted shape and size, not exceeding the following: -


a)
Height to the ridge
2.3 metres (7’6”)


b)
Height to the eaves
1.8 metres (5’6”)


c)
Length


6.1 metres (20’0”)


d)
Width


2.5 metres (8’0”)

2.2   
Woodwork on the greenhouse roof and sidelights must be coated with a suitable preservative every two years.  If paint is used, the above should be painted in white or stone colour.


Wooden sides and/or doors must be painted green.  All greenhouses must be repainted every two years to present a neat appearance.   11.25cm brick or pre-cast concrete walls may be used as side framing instead of wood.

2.3
The greenhouse shall be used only in connection with the cultivation of plot(s) on which it is situated.  Only one greenhouse will be permitted on each plot or half plot.

2.4
The greenhouse must be placed in a position decided by the Allotments Manager, taking in to consideration the following: -

a) Tenants preference

b) Appearance, straight rows etc.

c) Growing aspect

d) Ground conditions, shape etc.

e) Theft and vandalism

2.5
No cinder, shale or other type of path may be constructed across the plot without consent.

3.0 Sheds
3.1
Sheds must not exceed the following dimensions: -


a)
Height


2.3 metres (7’6”)


b)
Length


2.4 metres (8’0”)


c)
Width


1.8 metres (6’0”)

3.2   
The shed should be constructed from good quality material and in a workman-like manner shall be painted or treated every two years with preservative after completion.

3.3    
The shed should be erected on a corner of the allotment plot, near to the main pathway and in line with other sheds on the site (or as agreed with the Allotments Officer).

4.0 Structures on stock plots 


Allotment/stock plot holders may receive permission to erect buildings/sheds subject to the following conditions:-

4.1
The total area covered must not be exceeded by 24 square metres.
4.2
The buildings/sheds should be constructed from good quality material and carried out in a workman-like manner, painted or treated with preservative every two years after completion.

4.3 
Before consent is given for any proposed building the tenant shall have submitted scale plans, details and specifications together with such other information as may be required to the Council.

4.4
The purchase, erection and repairs of buildings/sheds are the responsibility of the plot holder and the buildings/sheds shall be removed by the tenant on his/her ceasing for any reason without liability or claim fro compensation being made against the City Council.

4.5
The buildings/sheds must be placed in apposition decided by the Allotments Manager, taking into consideration the following:-

a) Tenant’s preference.

b) Appearance, straight rows etc.

c) Growing aspect

d) Ground conditions

e) Theft and vandalism
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
