· Trip or fall

· Uneven ground

· Tree roots sticking out of ground.

· Cuts or grazes

· Deep water/drowning

· Exposure to waterborne infections i.e.Weils disease or Tetanus.

· Injuries caused by fishing tackle i.e. hooks, pole floats, scissors.

· Trips or falls caused by carrying too much tackle.

· Cuts caused by open cans.

· Stranger danger



	Control Measures

· Throw lines made available on the bank when taking a group fishing.

· All persons involved in fishing sessions are made aware of dangers and how to reduce risks of injuries.

· Anglers only to fish from designated pegs.

· No open cans to be taken to pegs.

· Anglers to use barbless hooks only.

· Group advised about safe carrying of tackle.

· Group taught about dangers of waterborne infections and shown how to eat/drink safely.


	Additional Control Measures

· Qualified staff on site when running Youth Service activities.

· Ensure venue is suitable for activity.

· First aider and first aid kit to be available on the bank at all times.

· Young people to agree to Code of Conduct prior to session.

· Tackle assessed as appropriate for session and venue.
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
