On behalf of Peel Investments (North) Limited, we hereby submit an appeal against the failure of
Salford City Council and of Wigan Metropolitan Borough Council to determine the above planning
applications, submitted on 14 July 2004. We can confirm that we have agreed an extension to the time
period for determination of these two applications, as set out in the attached essential correspondence
(see Section 8.1).

The appeal site extends to 686 ha, of which 674 ha are in Salford City Council’'s administrative area and
the remaining 12 ha are in Wigan Metropolitan Borough Council's administrative area. It was
necessary, therefore, to submit two applications for planning permission, one to each authority and we
have therefore submitted two appeal forms, one for Salford, and one for Wigan.

However, with the agreement of PINS’ Customer Services department (see attached email of 16
October 2008), we have prepared just one set of common ‘core’ documents submitted to both local
planning authorities, i.e. plans, drawings, supporting documents and Environmental Statement, in order
to avoid unnecessary duplication. These core documents form the enclosures to sections J5 and J6 on
each appeal form.

When the appeal documentation is considered, it will be readily appreciated that the appeal proposal is
of more than local importance, as well as being located within the green beit.

In view of the importance of the proposals, on behalf of the Appellant, we request the Secretary of State
to make a Direction, pursuant to paragraph 3(1) of Schedule 6 to the Town and Country Planning Act
1990, that both appeals will be determined by her, rather than by the Inspector
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We trust that the appeal will be validated with the information provided. However, should you require
any further information or additional copies of documentation, please do not hesitate to contact Chris
Creighton at Peacock and Smith.

1 WRITTEN REPRESENTATIONS w

This is normally the simplest, quickest and most straightforward way of making an appeal. Three out of
every four people making an appeal choose this method. The written procedure is particularly suited to
small-scale developments (e.g. extensions of buildings, individual houses or small groups of houses,
appeals against conditions and changes of use). It is also very popular with people making their own
appeal without professional help. The process involves the submission of written ‘grounds of appeal’
followed by a written statement and any supporting documents. It also provides an opportunity to
comment in writing on the Local Planning Authority’s reasons for refusing permission (or failing to
determine the application). An Inspector will study all of the documents before visiting the appeal
site/area and issuing a written decision.

NOTE: The Inspector will visit the site unaccompanied by either party unless the relevant
part of the site cannot be seen from a road or other public land, or it is essential for the
Inspector to enter the site to check measurements or other relevant facts.

2 HEARINGS H

This process is likely to be suited to slightly more complicated cases which require detailed
discussion about the merits of a proposal. Like the written procedure, the process starts with the
submission of ‘written grounds of appeal’ followed by a full written statement of case and an
opportunity to comment in writing on the Local Planning Authority’s reasons for refusing permission
(or failing to determine the application). The Planning Inspectorate will then arrange a hearing at
which the Local Planning Authority and the appeliant(s) will be represented. Members of the public,
interested bodies (e.g. Parish/Town Councils) and the press may also attend. At the hearing the
Inspector will lead a discussion on the matters already presented in the written statements and
supporting documents. The Inspector will visit the site/area and issue a written decision in the same
way as the written procedure.

Although you may prefer a hearing the Inspectorate must consider your appeal suitable for this
procedure.

3 INQUIRIES Wl

This is the most formal of procedures. Although it is not a court of law the proceedings will often
seem to be quite similar as the parties to the appeal will usually be legally represented and expert
witnesses will be called to give evidence. Members of the public and press may also attend. In
general, inquiries are suggested for appeals that:

e are complex and particularly controversial;
» have caused a lot of local interest;
e involve the need to question evidence through formal cross-examination.
