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Guidance notes for grant of permit for the use of machines for gaming by way of amusement with prizes

Amusements with prizes – “policy resolutions”

Amusements with prizes (other than machines for gaming)

“That pursuant to Section 16 of the Lotteries and Amusement Act 1976, and paragraph 2(a) of the Third Schedule thereto, permits shall not be granted for the provision of amusements with prizes on any premises other than premises used or to be used wholly for the purpose of a pleasure fair consisting wholly or mainly of amusements”

NOTE:  The term “pleasure fair” will apply to all premises used in the way of business wholly or mainly for amusements with prizes (Walker v Leeds City Council; Greenwich LBC v Hunt and Another; Lewisham LBC v Hunt and Another (House of Lords 1976 3WLR 736)

Gaming machines

“That in accordance with Section 34(6) and Schedule 9 of the Gaming Act 1968, the Authority will not grant any permits for the provision of amusements with prizes in respect of cinemas, theatres, shops, cafes, snack bars, discotheques and similar classes of premises to which persons under 18 years of age can gain admittance”

“That, subject to paragraph 4 of Schedule 9 to the Gaming Act 1968, it be established that where the Authority grant or renew it subject to a condition limiting the number of machines for which Part III of the Gaming Act applies which may be made available for gaming on the premises so as not to exceed two machines”

NOTE:  These resolutions do not apply to any premises used or to be used wholly or mainly for the provision of amusements by means of machines to which Part III of the Gaming Act 1968 applies (ie Amusement Arcades or Amusement Centres)
