Small Business Rate Relief 

Who can get it?

Small Business Rate Relief is a new relief applicable from the 1st April 2005 and is based on the Rateable Value of the property as at the 1st April, within the year relief is applied for.

Businesses that occupy only 1 property in England, and

have a Rateable Value (RV) of less than £15,000 on the 1st April; within the year relief is applied for.

All properties in England occupied by the ratepayer must be listed on the application form. It should be noted that for any particular day, the billing authority will ignore the ratepayer’s occupation of a property in England where: -

Its rateable value shown in the Local Rating List for that day is not more than £2,199, and

The total rateable value on that day of all properties the ratepayer occupies in England is not more than the amount set, as regards the property for which relief is sought.

For a property situated in Greater London it is £21,499.

For a property situated outside Greater London it is £14,999.

How Much Relief Will Be Granted

Qualifying properties with a rateable value of not more than £5,000 will be entitled to 50% relief.

Qualifying properties with a rateable value more than £5,000 and not more than £10,000 will receive relief, decreasing on a sliding scale of 1% for every £100 below £10,000 rateable value.

Qualifying properties with rateable values from £10,000 to £15,000 will not have a percentage relief but will have their bill calculated using the small business non-domestic rating multiplier.

How to apply for relief

In order to consider the granting of relief, ratepayers must complete an application form.
