The Salford Local Education Authority (LEA) School Organisation Plan for 2003-2008 was approved 
by the School Organisation Committee at its meeting on 28th January, 2004 without any 
amendment. 
 
The plan deals with the planning of school places over the next five years and gives information on 
how, during that period, the LEA proposes to secure sufficient and suitable primary and secondary 
school provision education and on the provision it makes for pupils with additional or special 
educational needs.

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Introduction 
 
 
 
The Schools Standards and Framework Act 1998 (as amended) and The Education 
(School Organisation Plans) (England) Regulations (as amended), require all Local 
Education Authorities to prepare and publish a School Organisation Plan. 
 
The purpose of the School Organisation Plan (SOP) is to set out how the Local Education 
Authority (LEA) plans to meet its statutory responsibility to secure sufficient education 
provision within Salford in order to promote higher standards of attainment. The Plan will 
help all our stakeholders to understand what school places are needed and how they will be 
provided.  Importantly, it will be the starting point for the School Organisation Committee 
(SOC) in considering statutory proposals for changes to schools. 
 
This year’s Plan sets out the LEA’s strategic vision, showing how developments in school 
place provision will raise standards and improve educational outcomes for all pupils in 
Salford and promote good community relations.  Details are included in the concluding 
section of this Plan. 
 
Previous plans identified the need to significantly reduce the level of surplus places in 
primary and secondary schools.  Action has been taken to reduce the level of surplus 
places in the secondary sector to around 11%.  The LEA has also undertaken a 
comprehensive citywide review of primary school places, which is projected to reduce the 
level of surplus places to 12% overall, with 11% in community and controlled primary 
schools, by 2006. 
 
The analysis of surplus places within this plan is based on the net capacity figures and the 
numbers on roll (reception to Year 6) from the Annual School Census, January 2003.

The School Organisation Committee 
 
 
So as to ensure that decisions on school organisation proposals are made at local level by persons 
involved in the provision of education, a School Organisation Committee (SOC) has been set-up in 
each area covered by a Local Education Authority (LEA).  The School Organisation Committee has 
taken on the responsibility formerly exercised by the Secretary of State for Education of making 
decisions on statutory school organisation proposals.  The Committee is also responsible for 
considering the School Organisation Plan which is intended to help persons involved in education 
(including parents and the local community) understand the need for school places and to establish 
future demands. 
 
Membership of the Salford School Organisation Committee 
 
The School Organisation Committee is not a Committee of the Local Education Authority but a 
separate body which brings together, at a local level, the key partners in the provision of education 
and gives each an equal voice.  Whilst the Local Education Authority is responsible for forming the 
School Organisation Committee and appointing its members the constitution and membership of the 
Committee are defined in statutory regulations. 
 
The Salford School Organisation Committee comprises five groups which represent:- 
 
The Local Education Authority 
Appointed by the City Council to represent the LEA, including one member from the opposition 
party. 
 
The Church of England 
Nominated by the Manchester Diocesan Board of Education to represent the Church of England. 
 
The Roman Catholic Church 
Nominated by the Salford Diocesan Schools Commission to represent the Roman Catholic Church. 
 
The Learning and Skills Council 
Nominated by the Learning and Skills Council. 
 
Schools 
Drawn from serving school governors appointed by the LEA from nominations submitted by 
Governing Bodies.

Each member has a maximum three years term of office which will expire in May 2005. 
 
Role of the School Organisation Committee 
 
The School Organisation Committee is required to determine, or otherwise, proposals involving the 
establishment, discontinuance, and prescribed alteration to a school ( the latter may include – for 
example- a change in the  character of the school ) which may have been published by the Local 
Education Authority or a Governing Body or a promoter. 
 
Any proposal approved by the School Organisation Committee (or, in the event of the Committee 
being unable to reach a unanimous decision, the Adjudicator) or determined by the Local Education 
Authority shall be implemented by the Local Education Authority and/or by the governing body or 
promoter of the proposal. 
 
Statutory Notices 
 
The approval by the School Organisation Committee of the School Organisation Plan does not 
replace the requirement on the part of the appropriate authority to publish statutory notices for 
proposals involving the establishment, discontinuance, or prescribed alteration to a school or group 
of schools. 
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Demographic Information 
 
Overall Trends in City Population 
 
The latest estimate from the Office for National Statistics (ONS) puts the population of the City of 
Salford at 215,882 (mid-year estimate for 2001).  This estimate was revised following the 2001 
Census, which estimated the City of Salford’s population as 216,119.  
The population of the City of Salford has been falling for some time. Between the 1981 and 1991 
Censuses the population declined by over 11%, a reduction by some 27,000 people. The decline 
has continued since then, although the rate of decline has slowed, as the charts below show.   
Long-term projections provided by the ONS before results were available from the 2001 Census 
suggested that the decline would continue towards a bottoming-out around the year 2015. Figure 1 
below shows this trend.   
 
 

Figure 1: Salford Population Trend (000’s) using ONS mid-year estimates 
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Figure 2 below attempts to correct earlier over-estimates of the City of Salford’s population using 
revised ONS mid-year projections made available in 2002.  However, the densely shaded bar 
against the year 2001, which represents the estimated population at the time of the 2001 Census, 
suggests these too may be over-estimates of Salford’s population.

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Geographical variation  
The change in population has varied a great deal across the city, as Table 1 below shows. 
Population loss between 1981 and 1991 was greatest in the inner-city areas of Ordsall, Blackfriars, 
Pendleton, Langworthy and Kersal. However, the rate of decline in much of the inner city has 
reduced considerably since 1991 despite increasing in Langworthy and remaining high in 
Pendleton. Population growth is concentrated in South Walkden and the neighbouring Worsley / 
Boothstown wards.

Note - The 1991 estimate for the City was recently recalculated to reflect 2001 Census findings, but re-based figures are not yet available 
at ward level.

Age-group variation  
Examination of the latest ONS estimates by single year of age (see figure 3) shows that the under-
16 population peaks around the 9 and 15 year olds. Crucially, there are fewer children in the 
younger school-age groups than in the older school-age groups.  Although average rates of fertility 
are estimated to be higher in Salford than in the North West and the country as a whole, this is not 
expected to offset losses due to other factors (net out-migration and mortality). It is expected, 
therefore, that the number of primary pupils will decline over the next few years, and that this 
decline will subsequently feed into the secondary school numbers.

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According to the 2001 Census, approximately one in five of the City of Salford’s population is below 
school-leaving age, similar to the national profile.  Table 2 below shows that the age make-up of 
different parts of the City varies and that the variation does not follow the patterns of general 
population growth and decline observed in Table 1.  Kersal and Broughton have relatively high 
populations aged below school-leaving age, unlike the other inner-city wards of Pendleton, 
Blackfriars and Ordsall.  Little Hulton and Winton also have above-average young populations at 
just below 25% under 16s.  These areas are quite different from one another, and further work 
would need to be done on ward profiles to establish likely patterns for the future.  One factor 
contributing to a younger age profile may be ethnic diversity: Kersal and Broughton are among the 
three most ethnically rich wards in Salford, as Table 3 shows.

In the context of the demographic trends already described, and taking account of the usual 
changes in the size of a cohort as it moves through Salford’s educational provision, the forecasts 
suggest that: 
 

• The mainstream primary sector, already in decline, will continue to fall, declining by about 
7% in the next five years.  

 
• The secondary sector will reach a peak in 2004, from where it will decline by 3.9% by 2008. 

 
These forecasts are depicted in figure 4 and figure 5.

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Primary-Secondary Transfer   
Salford’s full-time pupil population numbers approximately 34,000 pupils, of whom about 21,000 are 
in Primary schools and 13,000 are in High schools. Each primary school year group (cohort) 
contains about 2,700 pupils, while each secondary cohort contains about 2,600 pupils. As a cohort 
moves from year 6 to year 7 in Salford, it declines in size by about 10%.  
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Whereas there were 2,616 pupils recorded in year seven in January 2003, there were 2,976 pupils 
recorded in year 6 in January 2002. This represents a decline of 12.1%. Whereas there were 2,723 
pupils recorded in year seven in January 2002, there were 3,089 recorded in year 6 in January 
2001. This represents a decline of 11.8%. Major changes to the management of pupil information 
will greatly improve the ability of all LEAs to monitor the changes that occur at transfer from the 
primary to the secondary school sector. The best information available at the time of writing 
suggests that, while there is some gain in pupil numbers of perhaps 1% from primary schools in 
other LEAs, the majority of those who do not progress into Salford’s secondary provision go into 
schools maintained by other LEAs, while only 1% enter the independent sector.  
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School Provision 
 
Over 34,000 children were reported as attending a variety of provision maintained by the Authority 
in the January 2003 Census.  
 
Nursery Provision 
 
The City Council, through its Education and Leisure Directorate, offers a comprehensive range of 
provision for children below statutory school age.  All pupils can be admitted to reception classes on 
a full time basis from the September prior to their fifth birthday. When Pupil Level Annual School 
Census data for 2001 is rolled forward from January to June and compared with Office for National 
Statistics Mid Year Estimate of four-year-olds for that year (the latest year available) it suggests that 
some 99% of four-year-olds take up LEA provision.  
 
For the academic year before that, nursery provision is available through a range of different 
establishments. All pupils of nursery age are offered a place in Local Authority nursery provision or 
alternatively they may opt to accept a place in a non-maintained setting. The Early Years 
Development and Childcare Plan indicates that there are sufficient early years places for all four-
year olds living in the city, which includes all reception and nursery classes, early years centres and 
private and voluntary provision. 
 
The table below shows this.  In fact, it suggests that – even allowing for some children crossing City 
borders – there are more children in all sectors of provision than the estimated City population aged 
four, and that possibly the ONS has underestimated the population of this age group.  The table 
also shows that around 42% of three-year-olds were in some kind of nursery provision in 2001.

Three Year Olds 
 
Nursery grant funding is available to 3 year olds who attend non-maintained sector DfES registered 
nursery education provision.  
 
In projecting the number of free part-time Early Education places taken up by three-year-olds in 
Private, Voluntary and Independent sectors there are several  points to consider:- 
 

1. Places can be taken by three year olds for one, two or three terms in each financial year.  
Some children who are not eligible for a school nursery place in September may only take 
two terms of nursery education. Some three-year-olds take three terms.  A very small 
number only take one term. 

 
2. Nursery Education places will be funded universally from April 2004 onwards although 

nursery education is not compulsory – parents may still choose not to use nursery places 
either in non-maintained or maintained settings. 

 
3. There are no issues of capacity for providing places in Private, Voluntary and Independent 

sectors.  There has been a steady growth of new day care places in Day Nurseries and of 
Pre-school Playgroups wishing to offer Nursery Education. 
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The figures given below are aggregated from all places taken up in the Voluntary (Pre-school 
Playgroups) Independent (Independent Nursery Schools) and Private (Private Day Nursery) sectors. 
They indicate the maximum number of places taken up, based on the Summer Term headcount. 
 
For 2003 the current number of three-year-old places taken up is 522.  This figure increased from 
429 places in 2001 and is similar to the level of places taken up in the Summer Term 2002. 
Predicting the number of places taken up to 2008 is difficult because of the issues described above.  
However we would expect some increases due to more parents returning to work and accessing 
nursery education and wraparound childcare. 
 
Places taken up by four year olds  
 
The number of early education places for four-year-olds taken up in Voluntary, Independent and 
Private sectors was 275 in the Summer Term 2003. This compares with 254 places taken up in 
2001 and 284 places in 2002. 
 
It is likely that the majority of places taken up by four-year-olds are included in the wraparound 
childcare element and that these children are largely in Private Day Nurseries or Independent 
Nursery Schools (see below – wraparound places). 
 
The same factors in predicting places to be taken up to 2008 for three year olds also apply to four 
year olds.  In addition, there is greater take up of school nursery class places by four year olds who 
missed the September intake as three-year-olds. 
 
Projected number of early education places taken up as integrated/wraparound day care 
 
Currently figures of nursery education places in Private, Voluntary and Independent sectors are 
taken from a headcount of children receiving Nursery Education Funding.  Data is not collected on 
how many places are taken up as wraparound. 
 
The Private Day Nursery sector usually offers wraparound places so it might be possible to assume 
that most, if not all, of these places are wraparound/integrated.  
 
Out of seventeen Playgroups (voluntary providers) registered for Nursery Education five offer 
wraparound care. 
 
The ten Independent providers are not childcare settings and only offer nursery education. 
 
It might be possible, by separating the aggregate total of Voluntary, Independent and Private places, 
to estimate how many wraparound places are taken up currently.  Projecting this to 2008 would 
have all the same complications as for nursery education places – although it would be reasonable 
to assume a growth in numbers over this period.  
  
 
Primary Sector 
 
Children reach compulsory school age at the beginning of the term following their fifth birthday, but 
all Salford children are able to start in a reception class in a primary school in the September 
following their fourth birthday. Appendix 2 provides details of the numbers on roll in each age group 
at each primary school, including nursery pupils. 
 
There are currently 14% surplus places in the primary sector. Appendix 4 provides information on 
each school in terms of current numbers on roll, capacity of buildings, and estimated surplus places 
/ overcrowding. The capacity figures shown in Appendix 4 are based on the most recent net 
capacity figures agreed by the LEA with Head teachers. Appendix 5 contains the Admission Number 
currently applied to the September intake and the actual number of pupils admitted to Reception for 
every primary school.

The distribution of surplus places amongst the various categories of schools is shown in Table 6. 
Figure 6 then displays an S-curve of surplus and overcrowding percentages for Salford primary 
schools. 

o 14% of the places in primary schools are surplus. 
o 1% of the places in primary schools are overcrowded. 

The table further subdivides these figures by school type and Service Delivery Area. The areas of 
high surplus are in the inner city areas, while schools to the west of the authority are more likely to 
be overcrowded. 

As the figures in the previous section show, the number of pupils in the primary sector is already 
declining and forecast to continue to decline. The number of pupils in the primary sector is predicted 
to reduce by about 7% over the next five years resulting in a total projected level of primary surplus 
places in the region of 15% by 2008.   The LEA has undertaken a comprehensive citywide review of 
Primary School places.  Assuming the implementation of the proposals to reduce surplus places in 
Primary Schools, which were submitted to Cabinet in February 2004, this would result in a total 
projected level of primary surplus places in the region of 12% overall, with 11% surplus places in 
community and controlled Primary Schools by 2006.

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Secondary Sector (11-16) 
Appendix 2 provides details of the numbers on roll in each age group at each secondary school. 
The current level of surplus places in the secondary sector is 15%.  Appendix 4 provides information 
on each school in terms of current numbers on roll, capacity of buildings, and estimated surplus 
places / overcrowding. The capacity figures shown in Appendix 4 are based on the most recent  net 
capacity figures agreed by the LEA with Head teachers. Appendix 5 contains the Admission Number 
currently applied to the September intake and the actual number of pupils admitted to year 7 for 
every secondary school. 
The distribution of surplus places amongst the various categories of schools is shown in Table 7 
below. Figure 7 then displays an S-curve of surplus and overcrowding percentages for Salford 
secondary schools.  

o 15% of the places in secondary schools are surplus. 
o 1% of the places in secondary schools are overcrowded. 

 
The table further subdivides these figures by school type and Service Delivery Area. The very high 
surplus figure in Kersal, Pendleton & Charlestown SDA reflects the fact that whilst their new building 
is under construction, The Albion is operating on two sites.  The new building will be occupied from 
September 2003. 
As the figures in the previous section show, the number of pupils in the secondary sector is forecast 
to decline. The number of pupils in the secondary sector is predicted to reduce by 3.6% over the 
next five years and that would result in a total projected level of secondary surplus places in the 
region of 16.5% by 2008.  However, action has been taken by the LEA to reduce the level of surplus 
places in the secondary sector, which once fully implemented will reduce the secondary surplus to 
around 11%.

Post 16 Sector (16-18) 
 
The numbers of 16 -18 year olds in full time education in 2002/03 are shown in Table 8. Salford City 
Council is committed to comprehensive 11-16 schools in the secondary sector, with post 16 
provision being offered largely through Learning Skills Council funded local colleges, as the table 
below shows. The only LEA school with sixth form provision is New Croft High school, a special 
school.

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Special Schools and Units 
 
The LEA currently maintains one primary special school offering 175 places, three secondary 
special schools together offering 300 places, and one Hospital school. There are also a number of 
Pupil Referral Units (PRU) and a number of special units attached to schools. Appendix 2 contains 
details of the number of pupils at these establishments, while Appendix 3 gives numbers of pupils 
with and without statements and special unit resources.   
 
In addition, Salford pupils with special educational needs attend non-maintained special schools, 
independent schools and maintained schools in other Local Education Authorities.  Numbers and 
type of Special Educational Need are detailed in Appendix 3. 
 
The LEA provides 20 places for pupils with moderate learning difficulties, 32 for pupils with speech 
and language disorders and difficulties and 6 for pupils with physical disabilities in primary schools, 
and 20 places for pupils with physical disabilities in secondary schools.  Table 9 below shows 
current use (at April 2003) of these resources according to gender and ethnic identity of pupils.

Completed changes  
 
Secondary Schools 
 
Canon Williamson Church of England High School 
 
This school’s proposal, to seek voluntary aided status was approved by the School Organisation 
Committee on18th July 2002 and became effective from 1st January 2003. 
 
The school is proposing to demolish surplus accommodation during the Autumn Term 2003, which 
will result in the removal of 245 surplus places. 
 
The school is currently pursuing Academy status. 
 
Jewish High School 
 
This school’s proposal to establish, by 1st November 2004, a new two form entry voluntary aided 
secondary school for orthodox Jewish girls, was given conditional approval, by the School 
Organisation Committee on 10th April 2003. 
 
This proposal is being progressed in parallel to Bury LEA’s proposal to establish a new two form 
entry voluntary aided secondary school for orthodox Jewish boys. 
 
Primary Schools 
 
Christchurch CE Primary School 
 
This school’s proposal, to seek voluntary aided status was approved  by the School Organisation 
Committee on 16th January 2003, and became effective from 18th March 2003. 
 
Changes in progress 
 
Secondary  Schools  
 
Surplus Place Removal 
 
Salford LEA has been successful in securing Public Finanace Initiative (PFI) funds to replace/extend 
the school buildings of Hope, Buile Hill and Harrop Fold Secondary schools.  Once these building 
projects are completed (2008) the surplus in the Secondary sector will be reduced to around 11%. 
 
Building Schools for the Future 
 
Building Schools for the Future is a new approach to capital investment in school buildings.  The 
Government is committed to a programme of rebuilding and renewal to ensure that secondary 
education throughout England has facilities of 21st century standard, with the aim of raising 
educational standards.  The Programme will commence in 2005 over a period of 10-15 years.  
Salford LEA is currently consulting all secondary schools to identify expressions of interest, and is 
proposing to put forward a bid to the Dfes, for capital funding, later this year. 
 
Secondary Special Schools 
 
The LEA’s proposal to enlarge three special secondary schools was approved by the School 
Organisation Committee on 6th March 2003.  PFI  funds have been secured to  re-accommodate all 
3 special High Schools in new, improved, purpose build accommodation. In the case of Irwell Park

Special School with effect from 31st March 2004, and in the case of Newcroft and Oakwood High 
Special Schools with effect from 1st September 2004.   
 
Primary Schools  
 
Surplus Place Removal 
 
Salford LEA embarked on a review of its primary school provision in Autumn 2002.  Following two 
periods of extensive public consultation, a number of options were firmed up into proposals, placed 
before Salford’s Cabinet and subsequently approved.  Proposals are being progressed which will 
result in a total projected level of primary surplus places in the region of 12% overall, with 11% 
surplus places in community and controlled primary schools, by 2006.

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Policies and Principles 
 
Planning for School Places 
 
There is a statutory requirement on every LEA to provide sufficient education provision within its 
area in order to promote higher standards of attainment.  Discharging this duty involves opening 
new schools or adding places to existing schools where extra capacity is required.  It also means 
reducing in size or closing schools with surplus accommodation.  The challenge for the LEA, in 
attempting to secure ‘value for money’ and good quality education, is to provide the right number 
of places in the right locations.  This means that projections of pupil numbers must be reviewed at 
least once a year to ensure that additional places are provided in growth areas but, in addition, 
that there are not substantial surplus places in any area which could represent a waste of 
resources and impair the quality of teaching and learning.  Salford LEA does at present do this, 
and this is formalised by completing a return to the DfES on surplus places and on over-capacity.  
This is known as the ‘Surplus Place Return’, and the information in it is used by the LEA in the 
planning of school places and the formulation of the School Organisation Plan. 
 
School Provision 
 
The following criteria are the ones which the LEA and its partners need to consider with regard to 
making decisions on possible future school provision:- 
 
General Principles 
 

 Securing continued improvement in standards and enhancing all aspects of curriculum 
provision. 

 Areas and/or schools which have a significant amount of surplus accommodation. 
 Areas where demand exceeds the supply of school places. 
 Schools which are overcrowded. 
 Schools which fall below an appropriate size. 
 Schools in accommodation which seriously hinders the learning environment. 

 
Denominational Provision 
 
Church of England Provision 
 
Within Manchester Diocese (Church of England), decisions regarding proposals for the provision 
of school places will be made with reference to the following principles:- 
 

 Maintaining the historic provision of Church of England places; 
 Maintaining and increasing aided places; 
 Promoting high quality education demonstrating Christian beliefs as expressed in the 

worship and practices of the Church of England; 
 Recognising the role of the school in the mission of the Church and the life of the 

community. 
 
Roman Catholic Provision 
 
Voluntary Aided school provision made by the churches is normally related to a particular 
parish(es).  In respect of the Roman Catholic Diocese of Salford, the principles underpinning 
proposals for such denominational provision are as follows:- 
 

 Roman Catholic Schools offer a ‘radical alternative’ within the education system.  Their 
principles are rooted in Jesus Christ and the schools share with the families and parish a 
common faith and common values. 
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 The principle of providing a place for every baptised Roman Catholic child in a credible 
Roman  Catholic school is reflected in each individual school’s criteria for admission. 

 
 The provision is based on a network of credible Roman Catholic Primary Schools with an 

associated Roman Catholic Secondary School to which pupils would normally progress. 
 
Jewish Community 
 

 The Salford Jewish community seeks to provide education that takes place within a Jewish 
social environment, and imparts the knowledge, belief and practice of the Jewish religion. 

 
 Different sectors within the community may wish to provide various types of educational 

environment and, in particular, may address the balance between Jewish and general 
education in different ways. 

 
 The strictly Orthodox sector of the community supports a number of independent schools.  

There is at present one maintained Jewish primary school in Salford, with a new Jewish 
Girls High School planned for November 2004.  Many Jewish children from Salford attend 
Jewish schools in Bury and Manchester 

 
Racial Equality 
 
The LEA ensures that its provision meets the requirements of sex, race and disability 
discrimination legislation.  All Education and Leisure services have conducted impact 
assessments on their policies and functions to ensure they are not discriminatory.  The Race 
Equality Action Plan for year one has been completed and a revised action plan for year 2 has 
been developed.  These accompany the Directorate report (May 2003). For further details see 
www.salford.gov.uk/personnelandperformance 
 
Social and Community Cohesion 
 
The Directorate has played an active role in community cohesion for a number of years through 
the Community Use Programme that enabled voluntary and community groups to access school 
buildings and facilities.  This process has assisted the Council in delivering its commitments under 
the Community Strategy policy, which has now been incorporated within mainstream delivery for 
over 10 years. 
 
The role of school buildings in the community has played an active part in the regeneration of the 
City.  Examples of this are the development of the Lower Kersal Activity Centre, situated within the 
boundary of the Lower Kersal Primary School, in the centre of the New Deal for Community Zone. 
 
In the past year, the Directorate, with the support of the New Opportunities Fund and Sport 
England, has commenced construction of 4 SPACE buildings within school boundaries.  These 
brand new facilities will serve the dual purpose of supporting the curriculum and providing much 
needed space for community sports and arts activity. 
 
In the future, the Directorate will enhance sports provision at a number of High Schools within the 
City, providing multi use games and dance provision all to be accessed by the community out of 
school hours. 
 
The building of the new Albion High School in the inner city was designed specifically to meet the 
needs of the community when not in use by the school. 
 
Finally, as a commitment to the community and in the spirit of true cohesion, the Directorate 
transferred control of the Community Use Programme to the local community committee structure, 
to enable local communities to determine how the community groups may best access all facilities 
available to them, including the use of local schools. 
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Surplus Accommodation 
 
The LEA must take action in respect of schools which carry a significant amount of surplus places.  
Schools in this situation incur disproportionately high unit costs on buildings maintenance which is 
at the expense of other schools.  In order for the LEA to provide a cost effective and efficient 
education service, as a whole, it is vital that surplus places are removed wherever practicable.  
This can be achieved by a number of measures including school closures, amalgamations of two 
or more schools, rationalisation of building stock and/or alternative use of premises. 
 
However, some levels of surplus are justified, for example, in schools which serve discrete 
communities, or to maintain the denominational mix of schools in an area.  A small level of surplus 
is also desirable in order to provide some flexibility in the system and to cater for changing 
parental preferences. 
 
The local Government (Best Value) Performance Plans and Reviews Order 1999, requires LEAs 
to report annually on the amount of unfilled places in schools, with particular reference to schools 
with 25% or more surplus accommodation.  Salford LEA has set targets for the removal of surplus 
places and performance will be judged against these targets.  Details are as follows:- 
 

 that schools with surplus places in excess of 16% will be monitored; 
 

 that schools with surplus places in excess of 20% will trigger action in terms of surplus 
place removal; 

 
 that surplus places overall in the City will be reduced to a level of 8% by September 2003. 

 
In the longer term, targets have been set within the City’s Best Value Performance Plan, as shown 
in table 11 below.

Fluctuations in the performance as measured by these indicators reflect the impact of re-
measurements of schools’ capacities. 
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Excessive Demand for Places 
 
Wherever possible, the LEA will aim to provide primary school pupils with access to a local school 
place. 
 
The Department for Education and Skills guidance expects pupils to travel up to two miles in the 
primary sector and three miles in the secondary sector for a school place.  Both of these are 
measured as the ‘crow flies’ and bids for funding for additional school places will only be approved 
if it can be demonstrated that there are no available places within these parameters. 
 
It is not proposed to take action in respect of individual schools which experience excessive 
demand if they are located in areas which have sufficient places overall.  However, where analysis 
of the area demonstrates the need for either additional or removal of places strong consideration 
will be given to evidence of parental preference.  Wherever the LEA are considering adding 
capacity to schools it will look to expand good and popular schools wherever possible. 
 
Overcrowding 
 
There are no nationally recognised figures for acceptable levels of overcrowding.  However, where 
significant overcrowding occurs pupils are unlikely to be gaining their full curriculum entitlement 
due to insufficient rooms, equipment, space and large teaching groups.    The government’s infant 
class size initiative is designed to ensure that children aged 5, 6 and 7 are not taught in classes of 
more than 30 pupils. 
 
Asset Management 
 
The Asset Management Plan relates closely to any debate about the supply and demand of 
school places. 
 
The Department for Education and Skills have placed a requirement on all LEAs to produce Asset 
Management Plans (AMPs) to aid decision making on the use and organisation of school 
premises and to ensure efficient and effective management of new and existing capital assets.  
Asset Management Plans classify investment needs in school buildings in terms of condition, 
sufficiency and suitability as follows:- 
 

 Condition needs focus on the physical state of premises to ensure safe and continuous 
operation and other requirements that may involve building regulations or other non-
educational statutory provision. 

 
 Suitability needs focus on the ability of premises to meet curriculum or management needs 

and other issues impacting on the role of the Authority in raising educational standards. 
 

 Sufficiency needs focus on the quantity and organisation of places within and across 
schools taking account of the demands of other services, eg. community use. 

 
Sufficiency relates most directly to the review of school places and identifies subsequent capital 
works.   
 
The LEA continues to develop its Asset Management Plan in accordance with the DfES guidance 
and timescale. 
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Availability of Funding 
 
The availability of funding is a key factor affecting the provision of additional school places and the 
removal of surplus places.  Expenditure in schools is needed to:- 
 

 ensure that there are enough places to educate all the children; 
 

 ensure that the premises provide high quality education in accommodation that stimulates 
a learning environment for school pupils and ,members of the community;  

 
At present, expenditure on school buildings is funded from a variety of sources including:- 
 

 borrowing by LEAs, supported by credit approvals issued by the Department for Education 
and Skills (DfES); 

 
 capital grant to LEAs by DfES through the Standards Fund mechanism to tackle Asset 

Management Planning issues; 
 

 capital provided to Governing Bodies of Voluntary Aided schools by DfES; 
 

 capital grants to LEAs to tackle particular issues (eg. teacher work space, schools access); 
 

 Devolved Formula Capital and Seed Challenge Capital Grant; 
 

 receipts from the disposal of educational and other assets; 
 

 revenue repairs and maintenance budgets delegated to schools; 
 

 Local Authorities’ own resources, including revenue budgets; 
 

 Schools’ revenue budgets; 
 

 fund-raising by Governors and others; 
 

 private investment seeking a return through Public Finance Initiative; (PFI) 
 
 
School Performance 
 
This theme runs centrally throughout the Authority’s approach to any alteration in school provision. 
 
The LEA is committed to challenging schools and raising standards.  This commitment is 
expressed through the Education Development Plan (EDP) and through the work of a range of 
services from Inspection and Advisory to Education Welfare. 
 
School performance in its widest sense is considered through monitoring of a range of data – 
SATs and GCSE outcomes, attendance and exclusion rates, budget performance, staffing issues, 
governance and management issues as well as Ofsted reports.  Difficulties are identified and the 
schools’ capacity to improve is considered as a preliminary to drawing up a programme of action 
in partnership with the school to move it forward.  This process is outlined in the LEA Schools 
Causing Concern Policy. 
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Diversity of Provision 
 
In Salford, school provision is concentrated within the LEA maintained sector, where all schools 
are co-educational and non-selective by ability.  A significant number of these are voluntary 
schools of a denominational nature. 
 
Within most communities there are a range of schools available and parents will be able to 
choose, subject to places being available, between community and voluntary schools. 
 
The range of provision across the Authority is detailed in Table 12 below.

The authority also maintains four special schools, one Hospital school, and a number of PRUs and 
Learning Support units. 
 
 
Access to Provision 
 
Admission to Schools 
 
As previously stated the LEA will aim to provide primary pupils with access to a local school place 
wherever this is possible.  The admission criteria for community and controlled primary schools 
are:- 
 
1. Medical Reason or Special Educational Need (this must be supported by a doctor’s 

certificate which states that attendance at the particular school is essential). 
 
2. Child in Need (as defined by the Children Act 1989). 
 
3. If the child will have an older brother or sister attending the school applied for when that 

child will be in attendance. 
 
4. The distance between the school and the parents’ home address measured on a straight-

line distance basis; those living closest are accorded priority. 
 
The admission criteria for community and controlled secondary schools are:- 
 
1. Medical Reasons.  If claiming medical reasons, parents/carers must provide evidence 

from their doctor that the child has a medical condition that means admission to a 
particular school is essential.   

 
2. SEN. Children whose statement of special educational needs stipulates that particular 

school. 
 
3. Child in Need. Children in need as defined by the Children Act, (1989).  Those who are 

unlikely to achieve or maintain or to have the opportunity of achieving or maintaining a 
reasonable standard of health or development or a child/children whose health or 
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development would be further impaired without the provision of services by the Local 
Authority.  Applications under this criteria would need to be supported by an appropriate 
professional stating that attendance at a particular school is essential.  This includes 
children in public care. 

 
4. Older brother or sister in attendance at the school when the pupil is to be admitted 
 
5. Attendance at an associated primary school.  
 
6. Distance from the school. This would involve a measurement being made between the 

child’s permanent place of residence and the preferred school in a straight line (as the 
crow flies).  Those children who live closest to the school will be those who get priority for 
places.  

 
The admission criteria for voluntary aided primary and secondary schools are normally related to 
children being of the relevant faith living in the associated Parish(es) and are determined by the 
Governing Body of each school.

Admission Arrangements 
 
Schools and other admission authorities are consulted during the Autumn Term regarding 
admission arrangements.  The outcome of these consultations is put to the Admissions Forum 
during the Spring Term for their views and comments.  Any views and comments from the Forum 
are then forwarded to the Lead Member for  Education for final decision. 
 
Home to School Transport 
 
The City of Salford operates a Home to School Transport Policy which facilitates the provision of 
transport or alternatively the reimbursement of travelling expenses between home and school for 
pupils and students meeting the identified eligibility criteria. 
 
The policy considers the needs of children with special educational needs and mainstream pupils. 
 
To be eligible for assistance pupils must live more than  the statutory walking distance of two miles 
for pupils under the age of eight years, and three miles for pupils over the age of eight years.  
Pupils with special educational needs (SEN) and in receipt of mobility allowance are also eligible.  
The type of transport provided will take account of the pupil’s/student’s severity of learning 
difficulty and/or mobility needs: all pupils/students capable of travelling to school independently will 
be expected to do so. 
 
Where parents choose a school which is further away than their local school or, for children with 
SEN, the nearest school which can meet their needs, they will be responsible for transport costs. 
 
Parental Preference 
 
Primary Schools 
 
Individual primary schools currently administer the admissions procedure, with applications for 
places being submitted by parents to the school of their choice. 
 
The applications procedure does not require parents to express a positive preference, nor does it 
limit a parent to submitting an application to only one school. 
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Secondary Schools 
 
The LEA administers the admissions procedure for secondary schools in Salford.  Parents are 
asked to choose their preferred High School.  Places are then allocated in accordance with the 
criteria. 
 
Allocations to Roman Catholic secondary schools are made initially on the basis of the Parish that 
the child lives in and there is a similar procedure for requesting an alternative school.  However, 
the admissions criteria and the way places are allocated are decided by the governors of the 
school. 
 
Special Schools and Provision for Pupils with Special Educational Needs (SEN) 
 
Salford intends to provide a range of provision which matches the continuum of needs of the 
children and young people.  This reflects the SEN and Disability Act and national guidance such 
as Inclusive Schooling. 
 

• Mainstream Schools – the majority of pupils (approximately 99%) will attend a local 
mainstream school where their needs will be met by school staff following the SEN Code of 
Practice. 

• Designated mainstream schools – at the present time, Salford has established a number of 
schools with additional resources to support specific types of SEN 

 
 
Primary 
Monton Green   Moderate Learning Difficulties 
The Friars    Moderate Learning Difficulties 
St Philip’s CofE  Speech and Language Difficulties 
Irlam Endowed  Speech and Language Difficulties 
Alder Park    Speech and Language Difficulties 
Moorfield    Physical disabilities 
 
Secondary 
Wentworth High  Physical Disabilities 
 
During 2003-04 the LEA intends to establish a number of task groups to consider the present 
provision and the need to extend this type of provision. 
 

• Special Schools – A small number of children have needs that are such that they require 
the support of a special school.  Salford has recently established a new primary special 
school (Springwood) for pupils with complex, severe and profound and multiple learning 
difficulties. 

 
The LEA has agreed to maintain three secondary special schools 
 
Newcroft – (11-19)  Severe learning and profound and multiple learning difficulties 
 
Oakwood – (11-16)  Moderate learning difficulties and physical disabilities 
 
Irwell Park – (11-16)  Emotional and behaviour difficulties 
 
A PFI agreement is in place and all three secondary special schools will have new school 
buildings by 2004. 
 
The LEA is currently discussing with the special schools their future role, such as their links 
with mainstream schools and the implications for their funding formula. 
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Out of LEA Provision 
 
A small number of Salford children attend a range of LEA, non-maintained and independent 
special schools outside Salford.  The LEA continues to explore the possibility of developing local 
provision to ensure that, wherever possible, children can be educated within the Salford learning 
community.  Salford is part of an Association of Greater Manchester Authorities Pathfinder Project 
which is considering the use of extra-district placements. 
 
As part of the North West SEN Regional Partnership, Salford is the lead authority (with Cumbria) 
in reviewing the role of special schools in the North West.  This will include a consideration of links 
between LEA special school provision. 
 
Pupils with Disabilities – Provision 
 
During the past two years funding has been provided for schools to ensure that all schools in 
Salford have at least one access point and one adapted toilet for pupils with disabilities.  In 
addition adaptations have taken place at individual schools to meet the needs of specific pupils.  
As outlined previously Salford has developed two barrier free mainstream schools.  A number of 
pupils with disabilities also attend Salford special schools and out of authority special schools.  
The LEA works closely with Health and Community and Social Services to ensure that the holistic 
needs of the children and young people are met. 
 
Pupils who are sick or have medical conditions 
 
A number of children who are sick or have medical conditions attend the Salford mainstream and 
special schools.  Some of these pupils have additional adult support and a number of these staff 
are joint funded with the Primary Care Trust (PCT). 
 
For those pupils who cannot attend school we provide a home tuition service.  A number of these 
pupils also attend the Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital school (RMCH). 
 
The Hospital school has a range of medium term accommodation issues at the Hope Hospital site 
due to a hospital rebuilding programme and at RMCH school site due to the age of the buildings.  
The RMCH, and the school are intended to be re-sited into Manchester by 2007.  The LEA is 
working with Health and other parties on these changes and developments. 
 
Provision for children with mental health difficulties is included in the NHS Local Improvement 
Finance Trust (LIFT) developments of new health centres.  At the present time the LEA is working 
with Community and Social Services and the PCT on a new Salford Strategy for this group of 
young people which includes a review of accommodation requirements. 
 
LEA Services to Children and Young People who are Vulnerable 
 
The LEA retains a number of services to ensure that all children and young people are present in 
the Salford learning settings, participate fully in the life and curriculum of those settings and make 
progress as an outcome of those experiences. 
 
There are four specific services: 
 

• Educational Welfare 
• SEN Administration 
• Educational Psychology 
• Education Inclusion 
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The teams generally offer support at three broad levels: 
 

• Whole school support, including whole school policies and strategies. 
• Group support to pupils and their families e.g. anger management, social skills 

development. 
• Intensive support to individual children and young people and families on a case 

management basis. 
 
The Inclusion and Access teams work closely with other Directorate teams such as school 
improvement to promote a coordinated approach to the raising of standards for all.  The teams 
also work closely with colleagues in Health and Community and Social Services to ensure a 
holistic approach is taken to meeting the needs of vulnerable young people. 
 
Children and Young People Looked After (LAC) by the Local Authority 
 
There are 585 children and young people in Salford who are Looked After by the Local Authority 
(31/04/03 figures).  This number includes children whose parents request the Community and 
Social Services Directorate (CSSD) to provide accommodation and those who are subject to Care 
Orders as a result of the Local Authority making an application to the Courts.  The number of 
children in public care has remained high in Salford. 
 
The LEA works closely with Community and Social Services to ensure that children and young 
people attend the appropriate Salford mainstream or special school.  Both agencies work to retain 
the pupil in a stable school setting when there are changes in social care support. 
 
The LEA is currently working with Community and Social Services on a Service Level Agreement 
with Boys and Girls Welfare Society to provide a small residential home with education on site for 
Salford young people who are in public care but with additional needs such as SEN. 
 
Education Otherwise than at School 
 
Pupil Referral Units (PRUs) 
 
Incorporated under the management of the LEA’s Education Inclusion Service is the Pupil Referral 
Unit (PRU) provision which provides full time provision to permanently excluded pupils and to 
those pupils at risk of exclusion.  The provision currently consists of the following: 
 

 Primary Partnership Centre for Key Stage 1 and 2 based in Eccles (Ladywell PRU) 
 

 Key Stage 3 and 4 based in Pendleton.  This also includes the Home Tuition Service 
(Broadwalk PRU) 

 
 Key Stage 4 provision based in Higher Irlam at the Eccles and Irlam PRU (Park 

House).  This is due to be resited as a consequence of the extension of the Barton 
Moss Secure Unit. 

 
 Salford Children’s Resource Centre – Key Stage 4 provision – an innovative 

partnership with NCH Action for Children (the Grosvenor Centre) 
 
Provision for school girl mothers is based at the Broadwalk PRU and has links with the Belvedere 
Early Years Centre. 
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Pupils Educated at Home by their Parents 
 
Parents may choose to educate their child at home.  The LEA must satisfy itself that parents are 
fulfilling their duty under Section 7 of the 1996 Education Act by ensuring that their child receives 
efficient full-time education suitable to her/his age, ability, aptitude and any SEN s/he may have 
either by regular school attendance or otherwise. 
 
Secure Provision 
 
Secure accommodation for young people who have committed serious crimes or have extremely 
serious emotional and behavioural problems is located at Barton Moss Secure Unit where 
education is provided on site.  The curriculum is broad and balanced to meet the needs of the 
young people who usually have histories of disrupted educational experiences.  The young 
persons placed by the courts in the secure accommodation come primarily from the North West 
and sometimes from other parts of the country.  The accommodation is being extended in the near 
future. 
 
Accessibility 
 
In line with the SEN and Disability Act Salford has developed an Accessibility Strategy.  This 
outlines a strategy to promote the inclusion of pupils with disabilities in schools through access to 
the school accommodation, curriculum of the school and the written information normally provided 
by a school. 
 
Schools have to produce an accessibility plan which is linked to the LEA’s strategy and their 
individual Asset Management Plan (AMP)  The LEA has organised a conference for schools and 
individual advice on the development of their plans.  The LEA has also provided the schools with 
an accessibility plan proforma to support the development of consistent practice. 
 
The Salford Youth Service has been provided (through Connexions) with a capital and revenue 
allocation to promote access to youth settings and services. 
 
Early Years 
 
Salford Early Years Development and Childcare Strategic and Implementation Plans outline 
developments for the provision of early years education in the City. 
Provision of Early Years education is delivered through a range of providers and includes, nursery 
classes within primary and special schools, early years centres, pre-school playgroups, 
independent schools and private day care nurseries.  Audit information shows that there is 
sufficient provision for all three and four year olds, whose parents want it. 
 
Nursery grant funding has been targeted at non-maintained sector developments and an increase 
in choice, coupled with support and monitoring for quality of provision, has been welcomed by 
parents. 
 
The increase in non-maintained sector provision, which offers wraparound childcare, 
demonstrates that a rise in demand for these services and the forthcoming agenda for Children’s 
Centres and the extended use of schools, will be taken into account when the new Strategic Plan 
for 2004-06 is drawn up later this year. 
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Community Facilities and Post 16 Provision 
 
Community Facilities 
 
Many schools in Salford offer a variety of types of community provision, some of which run during 
the school day and others which use the school buildings during evenings or holiday periods.  
Examples of community facilities offered are:- 
 

 Early Years Support 
 Basic Skills 
 Family Literacy and Numeracy 
 Out-of-School Activities 
 Provision for Older Residents 
 Family Learning and Parental Involvement 
 Specific Courses for the Asian, Somalian and Jewish Communities 

 
Great emphasis is placed within the Directorate on the work of the Early Years Play and Childcare 
Team.  The Authority will continue to develop and expand this work. 
 
Post 16 Provision 
 
Provision for students aged 16+ is delivered in the main through colleges, although there is a 
small amount of specialist provision at Salford Consortium which is managed by the LEA.  
Collaboration between the LEA and colleges is managed by the Salford Lifelong Learning 
Partnership which is also responsible for monitoring the implementation of the Area-wide 
Inspection Action Plan.   
 
 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 

PART C 
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Conclusions 
 
Secondary Schools 
 
Salford has made significant strides forward with the rationalisation and development of school 
place provision in the last five years.  This progress has included: 
 
• Replacement new premises for all three special high schools via PFI - Irwell Park, Oakwood 

and Newcroft -to be completed for summer 2004.  
• Amalgamation of two high schools into one new high school - The Albion - in new premises 

due to open this Summer (2003). 
• Amalgamation of two high schools into one new high school - Harrop Fold. 
• Closure of one high school and expansion of two popular schools - Buile Hill High and Hope 

High. 
 
These actions will take the levels of surplus places to 8% in high schools when fully implemented. 
Over half of the high schools in Salford are now either in new premises or in the process of 
procuring new premises. 
 
There are some residual issues left in one or two high schools regarding small surpluses and five 
community high schools still require significant investment to upgrade the quality of their 
accommodation.  A feasibility exercise is currently taking place to explore the possibility of these 
schools being refurbished/replaced in the first, or an early, phase of the Government's 'Building 
Schools for the Future' programme, which will raise all secondary school premises to 21st century 
standards over the next 10 - 15 years. Any remaining surplus place issues will be addressed as 
part of that programme. The Roman Catholic Voluntary Aided schools have expressed an in-
principle interest in being part of such a local bid.  Canon Williamson, Salford's Church of England 
Voluntary Aided High School, is also included in these discussions.  However, this school is also 
currently exploring Academy status with a private partner and the Church of England Diocese, 
supported by the LEA. 
 
All 14 secondary schools qualify for Leadership Incentive Grant and are currently preparing plans, 
to work in 2 Collaboratives.  This could lead to future development, such as consideration of 
federation. 
 
As schools develop and enhance provision for 14 - 19 education they will work closely with the 
colleges and other local providers .  This may see some vocational provision within the schools, 
but will also equally see schools becoming increasing users of college packages for support of the 
vocational aspects of the curriculum.  These partnerships will need to remain strong and 
collaborative as the provision is developed.  
 
Salford has a shared vision with all local schools and colleges which sees pupils educated within 
their local school or college wherever possible.  The majority of young people with with Special 
Education Needs are educated in the local school or college of their choice. Where this is not 
appropriate for pupils,  placements within local special schools are made. 
 
All of the high schools have either achieved, or been working towards, Specialist status.  The 
schools which are currently being procured will have design and specialist accommodation which 
is appropriate to the specialist aspirations of the school.  ICT provision will be a major issue in all 
establishments.  Workforce reform will provide further design requirements.  Four high schools are 
participants in the Behaviour Improvement Programme, which targets inclusion and social 
cohesion issues. These are  Buile Hill,  Wentworth, The Albion and All Hallows RC secondary 
schools.   
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As a consequence of the secondary review which has taken place, and the actions which were 
undertaken, it is not envisaged that any major alterations will need to be made to the Community 
High schools in the immediate future, although some year group reductions may be indicated.   
Comments on surplus place issues will be sought from Canon Williamson and the Roman Catholic 
Aided schools as part of the Academy and Building Schools for the Future development 
processes.   
 
Primary Schools 
 
A review of community primary school places has recently taken place.  This will, when 
implemented, reduce the levels of surplus in community and controlled Primary Schools to 11% by 
2006. 
 
• Proposals to reduce surplus places in Primary Schools have been approved by Cabinet and 

are currently being progressed.  Details are as follows: 
 

- to close Alder Park Community Primary School and enlarge Westwood Park 
Community Primary School to accommodate Alder Park pupils. 

- to amalgamate Radclyffe and St Clement’s Church of England Community Primary 
Schools in a new building on a new site. 

- to commence works resulting from the process involving the schools’ adjudicator 
regarding the further reductions in admission numbers and alterations to 18 Primary 
Schools. 

- progress review groups, linked to regeneration in 2 areas of the City. 
- request Salford Diocesan Schools Commission, Manchester Church of England 

Diocesan Board of Education and Jewish Community Representatives to bring 
forward proposals to reduce surplus places in their schools within the voluntary 
aided sector, where indicated. 

 
• In addition, rationalization of all three primary special schools into one special primary school 

in new purpose built accommodation at Springwood School has already taken place.  This 
school opened in 2002. 

 
Whereas these actions have created a suitable level of surplus places overall, there remain 
pockets of surplus places in some locality areas which experience problems of demographic 
decline.  Where the schools are successful in terms of pupil achievement and inclusion and 
remain well managed and financially viable, there is no automatic assumption that schools should 
be closed due to small size.  
 
As previously mentioned above, in areas where pockets of surplus places exist review groups are 
established comprising of Head Teachers, LEA Officers, Regeneration Initiative Officers and 
Representatives of the Diocesan Boards who will undertake clarification of the issues, options 
generation and appraisal and development of recommendations.  These processes will also seek 
to incorporate alternative providers.  In this way the proposal development processes will:- 
 
• be informed by local parental preference and school popularity 
• be aligned with regeneration initiatives 
• take into account school financial viability and effectiveness 
• be open to alternative providers 
• be sensitive to existing issues of loss of local amenities and will seek to be supportive 

towards the regeneration of the area alongside addressing issues of local supply and 
demand. 

 
There is currently a trend for decline in the primary population and it is therefore foreseen that 
monitoring and review of places will remain an ongoing issue.  This will be undertaken on the 
basis of locality reviews as described above, wherever possible. 
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The targets set for monitoring and intervention regarding surplus places will remain as set out on 
page 26 of this Plan.  Overall the LEA and the School Organisation Committee  (SOC)  will seek to 
maintain surplus place levels at or under 10%, thereby retaining some surplus to enable some 
flexible response to parental preferences. 
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Methodology for Forecasting Numbers on Roll 
 
 

• Salford’s approach to pupil forecasting has been developed from the best practice 
outlined in the Audit Commission’s report ‘Trading Places’. The model has been 
continually refined over time, and was radically improved in April 2003. It is based 
on: i) individual Primary school forecasts derived from a weighted combination of 
cohort survival, linear trend in pupil numbers, and ONS citywide forecasts; and ii) 
individual secondary forecasts derived from an analysis of primary to secondary 
transfer and cohort survival. 

 
• The tables that follow show the forecasts produced in September 2000, September 

2001 and April 2003. The tables also show how accurate these forecasts have 
been. Across 2000 and 2001, the forecasts were accurate to within 1.3% at the 
sector level within one year. It is expected that the accuracy for future years will be 
improved. 

 
• However, it has not been possible to incorporate certain key data within the model 

in three substantive areas. There are no comprehensive datasets for either Housing 
Developments or Regeneration impact; discussions are ongoing with Corporate 
colleagues in an attempt to resolve this issue. Also, an analysis of Live Births data 
in 2001 showed no relationship between the number of live births in Salford and the 
number of pupils in Reception four years later. This reflects the volatility of the 
population. 

 
• The experience of forecasting pupil numbers for Salford schools in recent years has 

demonstrated that there is a great deal of turbulence and entropy in the system. 
While forecasts at a City level work well, forecasts for individual schools are more 
difficult. It has been possible for the LEA to identify which schools have more 
changeable (and therefore less predictable) numbers on roll. This information will 
be factored in to future school provision. 

 
• The LEA intends to establish procedures for sharing these forecasts routinely with 

Salford’s schools.  To date this has been done as part of School Review activity.
