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DESCRIPTION 
 
           Victoria Park as its name would suggest is a formal Victorian park, situated on 

the main bus route along Manchester Road. It is 910 metres from the centre of 
Swinton and Salford Civic Centre and 1200 metres from the nearest railway 
station at Station Road, Swinton. 
The site contains no major undulations or changes in level, but does slope quite 
significantly from North to South. It is well drained and planted with a variety of 
trees, shrubs and roses and floral bedding displays in season. 

 There has for some time been a recognition within the Authority that the 
infrastructure and facilities within Victoria Park are in need of improvement. To a 
degree, a process of enhancement and partnership commenced even before 
entry to the Green Flag was considered.    

 
 Security fencing around the bowling greens, the replanting of rose beds and 

shrubberies and the introduction of site-based staff, are all tangible 
improvements undertaken within the last few years. 

 
  Significant efforts have been made to improve access to the park and to both 

improve and increase the facilities contained within. This has included, new 
entrance gates, installation of a new car park and re-surfacing of the path 
system, playground improvements and the installation of a Multi Use Games 
Area. 

           All aspects of maintenance are continually reviewed and updated where 
necessary to ensure that the standards applied are appropriate to today’s needs, 
and that sufficient resources are available to maintain and improve the current 
standards.  

           The City Council completed a Best Value Review of the Grounds Maintenance 
Service in September 2004.  

           Grounds Maintenance Customer Charters (page 10) have been developed in 
consultation with communities, to ensure park users are aware of the level of 
service they can expect.  

           Although  reference is made to the use of weed suppressants within the charter, 
all weed removal in Victoria park is carried out by manual extraction or by cultural 
methods, except when there is a flush of weed growth that cannot be removed by 
hand. 

           Grounds Maintenance is viewed as a key element in ensuring that our parks are 
fit for their purpose. Parks based staff with high quality training and new working 
methods are being introduced to ensure the service is delivered to a high quality 
standard.  

           The concept will be delivered through both the immediate vision and the aims 
and objectives laid out in section 12. 
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THE COMMUNITY PLAN 

          The community plan sets out a clear vision and a number of challenging  
ambitions for Salford. 

           It was launched in December 2005 by Salford’s local strategic partnership 
‘Partners in Salford’. Seven inter-related themes have been agreed, underpinned 
by specific actions and targets to promote the economic, social and 
environmental well-being of the city.

           This vision has been achieved The Friends group are now actively involved in all 

aspects of the parks improvement and development.  
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          The City Council is very aware that long term sustainable improvements are 

dependant upon fostering a culture of community ownership and pride. With this 
in mind steps have been taken to encourage the establishment and development 
of a Friends Group dedicated to the improvement and utilisation of the park by 
the community. 

 
 On Sunday the 15th of February 2004 the City Council arranged an ‘I love my  

park ’ event in Victoria Park.  User groups, (bowlers and allotment holders) local 
schools, residents and anybody with an interest in the Park was invited to attend. 
Blessed with a lovely sunny day, activities for the children were arranged and 
feed back obtained upon the existing facilities and suggestions made for 
improvement. 

 At this event, which was attended by approximately 500 visitors, questionnaires 
were completed to gain information regarding:- 

 
 i) Who, why and for what reason, people did / did not use the park 
 
 ii) The priorities for improvements within the park. 
 
 It is from item (ii) that the initial phase of Victoria park development was based, 

as these were in direct response to the priorities established on the event day.  
The very strong community involvement in the management of the park has 
continued to the present day.   

 
           Utilising contacts made at this well attended event, significant efforts were made 

to form a Friends group. Several meetings took place with local residents and 
representatives of the Police and Community Services. 

           Unfortunately, those residents involved have recently stated that due to other 
obligations they cannot commit themselves to having any further involvement 
with the Friends group.  

 
           Despite this set back the Environment Directorate has explored other 

opportunities to develop joint working with the community, through existing user 
groups (e.g. bowling club). 

 
 The bowling club were a key partner in delivering the events programme for 

2004, and they will have a pivotal involvement, as the events calendar is 
expanded in future years. 

 
         In the spring of 2005, a decision was made to again try and generate community 

interest in the park. A series of drop in sessions entitled “Have Your Say” were 
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held on the 8th June, 21st June, 12th July and the 2nd August. These sessions 
were advertised on the council’s web site and flyers were distributed to local 
residential properties and displayed at the Fountains Nursing Home and the 
Poplars Medical Centre.   

          The people interviewed were invited to fill in a simple questionnaire regarding the   
park and asked if they would be willing to be involved in a Friends group. The 
results from the questionnaires and information regarding the Friends group can 
be viewed at:

          A constituted Friends group is now established, bi-monthly meetings are held at 

the bowling pavilion adjacent to the Manchester Road entrance. The group has 
played an active role in organising several events within Victoria Park during the 
summer of 2006, culminating in a ‘Family’s Day’ on Sunday 17th September. 

              A Christmas Carol event was held in mid December and due to the hard work and 
dedication of the Friends, was extremely successful.             
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 Victoria Park, Swinton is one of more than forty parks and open spaces etc, 

owned by Salford City Council and managed by the Environment Directorate. 
 
 The park is maintained by the Liveability Division in conjunction with the local 

community who have a significant voice in the development and preservation of 
Victoria Park.

The Grounds Maintenance department have been recognised by the judges for the 
excellent commitment to training and development and have been awarded winners of 
this esteemed accolade.  
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7 .   T H E HIS T OR Y  O F  V I CTO RI A P A RK 
 
Little is known of the early history of the area, and  
it is not until the first half of the 19th century,  
that the area known as ‘Old Swinton’,  
consisting of a large house,  
Swinton Old Hall and a surrounding  
estate are documented 
 
In 1855, ‘Old Swinton’ was listed as belonging to Richard Jennings Jones, and whilst 
there are no records of exactly when construction took place, there is information 
indicating that between 1859 and 1862, Swinton Old Hall was demolished and rebuilt by 
Robert Knowles. Who along with his family came to live in the new house and 
associated stables. 
 
Towards the end of the 19th century the house and surrounding estate was acquired by 
the Borough of Swinton and Pendlebury. The house was converted into council offices 
and chambers and the first council meeting in the former fine billiard room was held on 
the 14th of September 1896. 
 
Whilst some of the estate was utilised for public housing, the gardens and lands 
immediately surrounding the house were opened as a public park on the 21st May 1897. 
The house was re-named Victoria House and the park  
Victoria Park. 
 
The ornate Grade II listed band-stand was built in the same  
year, to commemorate the sixtieth year of the reign  
of the monarch. 
 
 
With the opening of Swinton Town Hall (now Salford Civic Centre) in 1938, Victoria 
House was variously used by the local authority as a clinic, adult education centre and 
area parks office. Until, having lain empty for some time and with the ever increasing 
burden of maintenance and repair the decision was taken in 1993 to demolish the 
building. The land was sold for development and the private care home, ‘The Fountains’ 
which now occupies the spot was built. 
 
The park, however, remains, and at one time was the centre of plant production for the 
Borough. Boasting fourteen glasshouses on the site of a former Bowling Green and 
croquet lawn, significant quantities of bedding were produced for floral displays within 
the Borough and both cut flower and pot plants were cultivated for use in floral 
decorations at civic functions, weddings, funerals and private celebrations

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With Local Government Reorganisation in 1974 Salford City Council, inherited a number 
of nursery units across the new authority, and although Victoria Park nursery continued 
in production for some years, the decision to close the unit and concentrate the 
production of plant material at the larger facilities at Buile Hill Park was taken in the 
early 1980’s and the structures were removed some time later. 
 
In more recent years this traditional park in association with others has suffered the 
ravages of vandalism and anti-social behaviour, and in the mid nineties efforts were 
made to improve security, horticultural features, park facilities and general maintenance. 
To address the security issues, a site presence was introduced into the park.

�  As the inspection records have been exported from the PDA, the routes 
are then reloaded onto the PDA from APP ready for the Inspectors to use 
the following day. 

In the unlikely event of the PDA’s not functioning, the operatives are issued with an 
inspection sheet (page 42)  the information is input onto APP. 

 
�  A quarterly inspection of the play area is undertaken by the Environment 

Directorate’s Engineering Officer. 
 
�  An annual audit of the play area is undertaken by an independent 

inspector from ROSPA or similar. 
 
 
 
 
*APP is a purchased system used by many Local Authorities and is the official 
recording system for most parts of the Environment Directorate. It is used for both day-
to-day work management and as a resource for reporting on performance.

 The Local Government Act, that received Royal Assent on 27th July 1999, sets 

out the general duty of Best Value: 
 
 “A best value authority must make arrangements to secure continuous 

improvement in the way in which its functions are exercised, having regard to a 
combination of economy, efficiency and effectiveness.” 

 
 From the perspective of the Grounds Maintenance Service, Best Value has 

replaced the Compulsory Competitive Tendering legislation, but goes far beyond 
the process of tendering for grounds maintenance work.

 Best Value is a key tool in ensuring that the aspirations identified in corporate

To improve the parks through the pursuit of a higher standard of maintenance, 
and implement Best Value, a new ‘Grounds Maintenance performance 
specification’ was devised.

consist of one uni-sex toilet which will be DDA compliant and one gents toilet 
both with internal access      

          It is expected that these works will be completed by spring 07. 

HORTICULTURE 
 
GENERAL 
 
 An appropriately qualified, permanent, site based team, solely responsible for the 

maintenance of the horticultural features in Victoria Park was established in the 
spring of 2004. 

 
           Working on instruction and advice from the Environmental Coordinator, tasks are 

now undertaken on a “as and when required” basis and in accordance with good 
horticultural practice, and the ‘performance’ specification. 

 
MACHINERY MAINTENANCE 
 
           The following maintenance procedures apply to the machinery used at Victoria 

Park.

          The annual maintenance of the machinery is carried out by the Environment 

Directorates Engineering section, each item of machinery has a unique number 
and all repairs and servicing are traceable. The daily maintenance is the 
responsibility of the operative. The above machinery is stored in a secure depot 
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at Victoria Park during the working week and is located into the central store at 
Chestnut Avenue at weekends.  

LITTER AND CLEANLINESS 
 
 Victoria Park is litter picked and all litter bins emptied daily, which includes 

weekends, and bank holidays during the busy spring and summer months.           
Due to the obvious health issue with the bins being used for both litter and for 
dog waste, the contents are not separated for recycling. A fresh bin bag is placed 
in the bins on each occasion they are emptied. When the bins are emptied, the 
bag is tied up and deposited within the recycling area and removed weekly by the 
Cleansing Team.    

 
DOG FOULING 
 
           Salford City Council has adopted the Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996 which 

carries a fixed penalty of £50 for offenders identified as not having cleaned up 
after their dog, and a further penalty of £1,000 if the fixed penalty remains 
unpaid. The act is shortly to be replaced by the Clean Neighbourhood Act 2005, 
the fine will be increased to £70. 

 
The Environment Directorate leads the City Council campaign to encourage dog  
owners to act responsibly.  A regular programme of education involving school 
visits and displaying posters about pet ownership and other related issues is 
undertaken. 

The Dog Warden patrols Victoria Park 3 times per week and spends on average I 
hour per visit. The Enforcement Officer patrols the park once a week and again 
spends on average 1 hour per visit There are no set days or times for these visits 
as this would present a familiar routine to would be transgressors.  If required, 
patrols can be increased  and  specific days and times can be targeted. 

          Traditional ‘dog waste’ bins were installed in many parks including Victoria Park in 
the 1990’s. Unfortunately  due to anti social behaviour, especially attacks of 
arson it became inpractical to keep replacing the bins.   

 A Directorate policy was therefore determined to phase out the traditional ‘dog 
waste’ bins and encourage dog owners to utilise the normal litter bins.  Notices to 
this effect are attached to litter bins and displayed at strategic places throughout 
the park.  Dog ‘Poop’ bags are available from the games attendant, site based 
staff and  the gents bowls pavilion. 

 A dog free area was created in the spring of 2005. 
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           The Green Flag judges have recommended that arson proof dog bins should be 
installed, but as previously reported the Directorate Policy regarding dog waste is  
now one of dual use bins for dog waste and general litter. This arrangement has 
proved very popular with dog owners and the general public over the previous 
twelve months resulting in  a significant financial saving. 

 
VANDALISM AND GRAFFITI. 
 
           Unfortunately from time to time the park suffers from attacks of vandalism and 

graffiti. To rapidly identify and react to these incidents, the site-based staff 
undertake a daily visual inspection of all buildings, park furniture, and facilities   
as previously referred to on page 41 .   

 
 Any identified vandalism is repaired or replaced as a matter of urgency and 

within 24 hours of notification.  
           
 Graffiti is removed by either high pressure washing, over painting or approved 

graffiti remover. 
 

ENVIRONMENT 
 
GENERAL 
 
 The adoption of good practice in environmental management, will seek to 

integrate health, safety and environmental concerns, into the existing 
management of facilities etc. 
 
The supporting documents in this Management Plan, including the Peatland 
Protection Charter (Page – 59) would suggest that Salford City Council are 
committed to reducing its negative environmental impacts and increase its 
positive contribution to the local and global environment.

RECYCLING 
                      
           The amount of recycling that is undertaken within the park will increase 

significantly over the coming season.  All compostable green waste generated 
from the park and surrounding area will be stored and processed in the recycling 
bays for re-use in the park. In order to screen the recycling area from the visitor’s 
car park, a laurel hedge   (Prunus laurocerasus) has been planted. 

 As the Green Waste site has been in frequent use over the past two years the 
surface has begun to deteriorate to such a degree that it has become necessary 
to resurface the entire area. The original lime stone chippings are to be replaced 
with a longer lasting and more durable surface. In order to carry out the re-
surfacing all green waste material has been transferred to a registered waste and 
recycling centre. 
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 The mini recycling bins situated in the car park are proving very popular with the 
public and to ensure their continued use are emptied weekly. 

           Salford City Council is dedicated to its Green Waste Recycling Service and 
indeed is extremely proud to have been awarded 2nd place at UPM Shotton’s 
Race to Recycle awards in 2005.

HORTICULTURAL CHEMICALS 

 
GENERAL 
 
 The Council will use only environmentally friendly pesticides within the parks, 

and wherever possible, alternative methods of pest control will be employed.  
            
 Alternative forms of weed control have been introduced, and trials of the 

following mulching materials were carried out between 2005 and 2006 
 

·  RECYCLED WOOD CHIPPINGS  
·  CAMBARK  
·  GROW ORGANIC 
·  WELL ROTTED MANURE  
 
The above mulching materials were first applied on 4 separate areas within the 
park, initial results indicate that: 
Recycled wood chippings: Worked well as a weed suppressant but as they 
were not sterilised, fungal growth, (fruiting bodies) began to appear, but did not 
harm the plants. 
Cambark:   Was used and found to be a good weed suppressant, its decorative 
appearance gave a good professional finish to the area where it was used. 
Grow Organic: Did not act well as a weed suppressant, but was excellent as a 
soil conditioner 
Well-rotted manure:   Caused problems regarding an increase in weed growth, 
and consequently required additional hand weeding. 
Recycled wood chippings  will be applied to the shrub beds adjacent to the 
bowling greens  
Cambark will be used as a mulch on all ornamental planted areas 
Grow Organic  will be applied to the ornamental planting areas e.g. flower/rose 
& herbaceous. 
In addition to the above, a product called Mycormax (a peat free compost) is to 
be assessed on the flower beds within the park, this compost has already been 
used at selected park sites throughout the city and initial results have been 
encouraging.  
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FERTILISERS 
 
 Fertilisers are applied in spring and autumn to the Bowling Greens and all high 

quality ornamental grass areas within the park. 
 
FUNGICIDES 
 
 High quality grass areas are only treated with a fungicide if there are any signs 

of fungal attack. 
              
HERBICIDES 
 
 Only when there is a flush of weed growth which can not be removed by 

hand are hard surfaces, bowling greens and high qua lity grass areas in 
Victoria Park treated with Herbicide, otherwise all  weeds are removed 
manually .  

 Herbicides are not used on shrub beds, flowerbeds or herbaceous 
borders around the park. Weeds are controlled by mu lching and manual 
extraction. 

               
INSECTICIDES 
 
 Insecticides are not used in Victoria Park. Their limited use would only be 

considered if all other avenues of biological control etc were found to fail. 
 
CHEMICAL STORAGE AND USAGE IN VICTORIA PARK  
 
 There are no facilities to store chemicals in Victoria Park.  On the odd occasion 

that chemicals have to be used, they are imported under strict control, and 
returned immediately following application.  

 All chemicals will be constantly assessed to ensure they comply with the 
Control of Substances Hazardous to Health Regulations. Should more 
environmentally acceptable alternatives become available these will be 
stringently evaluated to replace the existing products. 

  
 All pesticide operatives must have undertaken training in the use of pesticides 

and passed different modules in pesticide application: (page 63)  
 
 i) PA1 Foundation Module 
 ii) PA6 Use of Knapsack sprayers 
 
 All pesticide operatives must complete chemical stock records and chemical 

usage records.

In addition to the above, the existing Games Attendant will be supplemented with a 
seasonal Ranger, who will be involved with events and activities, games facilities, 
surveys and community consultations etc. This post had a significant impact during the 
summer of 06, and the continuation of the service in 07 will again provide a positive link 
between the Environment Directorate and the users of Victoria Park.     
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 This section lists the main aims, objectives, and proposals for Victoria Park over 

a five-year period. These will be monitored on an annual basis and updated 
when required. 

 
 The aims and objectives are the method by which the previously mentioned 

“vision” will be realised and are based on the key aims established by The Civic 
Trust for their Green Flag Park Award. 

 
 These aims and their associated objectives will form the basis for the proposals 

and provide a foundation for projects undertaken during the life of this 
Management Plan. 

 
CREATE A WELCOMING PARK  

 
INTRODUCTION 
 
 Victoria Park is well serviced by public transport a bus stop is located less than 

20 metres from the Manchester Road entrance, a car park catering for 20 cars is 
located at the Swinton Hall Road entrance and a railway station is less than one 
mile away.  

 
 Pedestrian access into Victoria Park is via 4 entrance points, each designed to 

prohibit vehicular traffic.  As visitors enter the park, a sign with a plan of the park 
is clearly visible explaining, what facilities are available, the opening and closing 
times, the relevant bylaws and contact details.  For those who are unfamiliar with 
the location of the park, main road directional signs have been erected at the 
junctions of Manchester Road and Park Street and Swinton Hall Road and 
Bridge Street. In addition, a sign has been installed adjacent to the main 
entrance on Manchester Road bearing the name of the park and a finger post 
sign directing visitors to the parks facilities has been installed near to the 
Bandstand. 

           New signage has been introduced to the new picnic/dog free area; the content of 
the sign explains to visitors that dogs are not permitted.  

           This signage project was completed by April 2006 and complements the existing 
signage in the park. 

 
           In addition to the above and as per the Green Flag Judges recommendations, a 

new information board near to the main entrance and improvements to the 
signage located at the lodge will be undertaken in the spring of 07.  

 
          The Judges have also recommended that an additional disabled parking space 

within the car park is established. This will be completed by late spring 2007 
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 The park facilities cater for a wide age range for both passive and active 
recreation including tennis, putting and bowls. Floral displays, seating and an 
extensive system of good pathways are available for people to walk and enjoy 
the park. 

 
           For the more energetic users, a Multi Use Games Area and children’s 

playground keeps the younger element well occupied and entertained. 
          A new and exciting planting scheme has replaced the three rather old and tired 

formal rose beds with colourful shrubs, perennials, and ornamental grasses. The 
beds (one of which houses a flagpole with the coveted Green Flag) at the front of 
the park has also been redesigned and improved.  

 
           Research is currently underway to develop the unused ballcourt area adjacent to 

the tennis courts. The survey of 2005 highlighted the need to provide additional 
under 8’s play activities, and consequentially a sketch scheme proposal for a 
Kiddies Roadway and toddler play area has been prepared, which will be used 
for future consultation. The scheme will be presented at the forthcoming Friends 
meeting.  

           After further consultations, it is now considered that the area should be 
developed for teenagers, as the existing play area is deemed adequate for 
younger children. The friends of Victoria Park are involved with this proposal.

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 ENSURE THAT THE PARK IS HEALTHY, SAFE AND SECURE  
 
INTRODUCTION 
 
 The management team strives to make Victoria Park as safe and secure as 

possible with the inclusion of various sporting activities and passive recreational 
opportunities. 

 
 All the facilities and features receive a daily visual inspection (Page 42) 

undertaken by site based staff including Gardeners, the Games Attendant and 
the Ranger. The play area receives a daily visual inspection carried out by 
trained playground inspectors who are responsible for all the play areas in 
Salford. (Pages 40)  

           
 In most instances, faults are rectified immediately or reported to the appropriate 

person for action.  Salford City Council has adopted the Dogs (Fouling of Land) 
Act 1996 (see page 57 for further information)  and is fully committed to Health 
and Safety (see section 10 for further informatiom). 

 
 The toilets in Victoria Park are open to the public, during specific times and in the 

event of emergencies, a telephone is situated in the Games Attendants office. 
Site based gardening staff are issued with a mobile phone and basic First Aid  is 
available. 

 
          The consultation exercise held between July and August 2005 highlighted that 

33% of people interviewed considered security as their top priority. In order to 
enhance the perception of a safe park for all visitors, a combination of a Ranger 
and Games Attendant working together to provide games facilities at peak times 
was highly successful during the summer of 2006. This initiative included regular 
patrols of the park, developing educational initiatives, undertaking park surveys 
and co-ordinating the events programme. Following this success, funding has 
been secured to provide a Ranger presence in 2007. To provide continuity for the 
site the post will be part time for 12 months with the Ranger’s time split between 
Victoria Park and another local park 

 
The Green Flag judges have recommended that access to the MUGA should 
conform to DDA standards. This recommendation has now been carried out and 
equality of access is now assured. Further improvements will include the 
installation of new benches within the play area, and DDA approved picnic 
benches within the picnic area. 
 

 Members of the public have controlled access  to the staff mess room to enable 
them to obtain drinking water, a similar arrangement is also offered at the Games 
Attendants office, which also sells soft drinks. 
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 Health walks take place each Thursday and incorporate Victoria Park with its 
scenic and safe routes.  One of the successful walks recently held included post 
natal mothers. 

 
 In 2003/04 two separate surveys were undertaken asking residents of Salford 

about their satisfaction with council services and their own neighbourhoods.  

 The two surveys were the ‘Best Value Performance Indicator General Survey’ 
conducted by MORI for the council and the Quality of Life Survey commissioned 
by the council from BMG. 

 BMG Research were required to undertake household interviews with residents 
in the nine Committee areas of the City. The broad scope of the Quality of Life 
survey was to gather the views and ideas of residents with regards to: 

- The identification and prioritisation of issues affecting the community of 
Salford as a whole, as well as their changing needs overtime;

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ENSURE THAT THE PARK IS CLEAN AND WELL MAINTAINED  
 
INTRODUCTION 
 
 The first impression when a visitor enters the park is likely to remain with them 

for the extent of their visit. It is important that the visitor sees the park as a clean 
and well maintained area.  

 
 The use of strategically located, well maintained litterbins gives park users the 

opportunity to dispose of their litter in a responsible manner.  In order to keep the 
park clean and free of litter, the site based staff undertake regular litter picking 
tours, and at times when activity in the park augmented, the frequency is 
increased. The Performance Specification document gives a clear explanation of 
what is expected of staff carrying out this task.  

  
 All buildings within the park receive a daily visual inspection Page- 41. Any 

structural repairs e.g. pointing, repairs to window frames are dealt with by Urban 
Vision who is responsible for all maintenance of the buildings within the park.           

 
           As recommended by the Green Flag Judges in 2005, the tarmac repairs around 

the Bandstand are now complete. Plans are now underway to improve this area 
by the introduction of a grass area and shrub planting adjacent to the Holly 
hedge. These improvements were advocated by visitors attending the very 
successful summer band concerts who wished to sit on a more comfortable 
surface without the need to provide a chair. 

 
          The 2006 judging recommended that areas of paving have started to show signs 

of wear and should be addressed when funding becomes available. The 
resurfacing is being investigated as part of the on-going infrastructure 
improvement programme.

used when other more environmentally acceptable methods prove ineffective.

           The Environment Directorate has undergone trials on one of the two bowling 

greens of a product called Symbio, which is a natural biotechnical product of 
beneficial soil fungi and bacteria specially selected for their ability to rapidly 
breakdown and degrade thatch and other organic matter. It has appeared to 
improve the condition of the bowling green, resulting in fewer cases of Fusarium 
and other fungal diseases. Symbio will be used on the second bowling green in 
2007.               

            
          It is anticipated that whilst maximising plant growth, health & vigour, and 

minimising the use of traditional chemicals, reduced rates of application will be 
more cost effective.

INTRODUCTION 
  
 Like all formal parks, Victoria Park is unique in its landscape and infrastructure. 

Salford City Council is committed to maintain and enhance these features.   
 
BANDSTAND 
            
           As part of recent improvements, the bandstand, a Grade 2 listed building which 

dates back to 1897 and is the only ornate Victorian bandstand in the whole of 
Salford has been restored to its original grandeur. In order for the renovations to 
be carried out, consultations took place with the conservation officer, the 
Victorian Society and the Society for the protection of Ancient Buildings. Appeals 
also went out through local press for people to provide old photographs of the 
Bandstand. 

            
 The refurbishment survey was commissioned and the sympathetic restoration 

project was approved by English Heritage.  Prior to the refurbishment, it was 
noted that the perimeter beam was rotten and should be replaced as a matter of 
urgency before any restoration works could begin.  This was accomplished in 
September 2004.

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MAIN ENTRANCE 
 

The Greenflag Judges have recommended that new gate posts similar to the 
original design should be installed at the main entrance on Manchester Road. 
The Environment Directorate will give this serious consideration, but as the gate 
posts are adequate and serviceable, replacement is unlikely to occur. 

 
PARK LIGHTING 
 
          The lights in the park are copies of four cast iron lighting columns which were 

originally in the park.  These four columns were taken down and shot blasted. A 
mould was taken from the originals and further columns were reproduced.  To 
facilitate an electric supply the base section, which was originally in the ground, 
was blanked out using galvanised sheet steel and a door formed.  To increase 
the height of the columns they were installed on concrete bases. When the 
columns were first removed they had no original lanterns on them, therefore a 
manufacturer had to make totally new ones designed by a former lighting 
engineer.  The mould was kept and developed by the lighting section and 
replicas were installed in Buile Hill, Peel and Parr Fold parks.  The development 
and installation took place in Victoria Park circa 1985.  

 
 The traditional Victorian style lighting columns and globes located along the main 

drive are maintained through a Service Level Agreement with Urban Vision.  This 
includes general electrical checking of fixtures / timers, in addition to replacement 
of bulbs / globes etc as required. It is now felt that the lighting needs to be 
increased to include the section of path leading to Worsley Avenue. Concern has 
been raised that the existing lighting does not cast sufficient light for a well lit 
route, as the luminaries disperse rather than deflect the light onto the path. 

           A lighting specialist company has devised two options, both of which will provide 
safe lit routes. 

 
          Option 1 (page 82)  advocates installing eight additional lighting columns along 

the existing lit path which presently contains ten columns and seven columns 
along the path leading to Worsley Avenue. The columns and luminaries will 
match the existing style. This option will require a total of 25 lighting columns. 

 
          Option 2 (page 83) advocates removing the existing columns and replacing them 

with eleven 5m high columns along the present lit route and four columns along 
the path leading to Worsley Avenue. The columns will still retain the Victorian 
style. This option will require 15 lighting columns.

 All other features which have an historical importance and impact are dealt with 

in the appropriate manner, for instance, all railings and gates are sympathetically 
designed to be in keeping with the times and character of the park. A new gate to 
the recycling compound is soon to be installed which will reflect the character of 
a Victorian Park.  A new flower bed has been re-introduced on the original site at 
the confluence of the paths joining the circular grass area. Research is taking 
place as to the viability of re-introducing the drinking fountain; if this is felt 
inappropriate then the possibility of a sculpture will be investigated. The Friends 
group are now actively involved with this project  

 Twenty bird boxes were installed in the late winter of 2005, each year these 
boxes will be cleaned and old bedding removed. A wildlife survey of the park will 
be carried out in 2006.   

          The trees are an important feature of the park and to enable the Environment 
Directorate to carefully manage them, the survey carried out in 2003 which 
identified the appropriate care and action to be taken will be implemented.  An 
assessment of 4 different mulching materials (section 11)  has had some 
success and alternative pest control methods are continuing to be implemented. 
A survey of the parks boundaries is to be undertaken with particular attention to 
Temple Drive, Manchester Road and Park Avenue.

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 ENCOURAGE COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT   
 
 INTRODUCTION 
 
 The newly formed Friends group play an important role in the development of 

Victoria Park and are currently investigating options for the site of the former 
drinking fountain. 

            
           Recent consultations included the refurbishment of the play area and the 

positioning of picnic benches and seats throughout the park. 
 
           In March 06, the Environment Directorate advertised for expressions of interest 

to supply Ice Cream, soft drinks and light snacks to five parks within Salford. 
(Victoria Park being one of them) Unfortunately, only two expressions of interest 
were received. And although Tender documents were issued, no response  was 
received.  

           However during peak periods in the park i.e. organised events, an Ice Cream   
vehicle is present in the park and as reported on page 70 , liquid refreshment is 
provided at other times 

 
 The City Council, as part of the Association of the Greater Manchester 

Authorities (AGMA), has established a series of performance indicators against 
which quality can be measured. These measures are used to gauge 
improvements which will lead to better parks provision for local communities and 
parks users. A further consultation exercise undertaken by this Directorate in the 
summer of 2005 highlighted a requirement for refreshments to be available 
including ice cream and light snacks in addition to the existing cold drinks 
provided by the Games Attendant which have been available throughout the 
previous spring & summer period 

 
          To determine the people’s views on the park, an annual survey of 25 parks within 

Salford is undertaken. The purpose of the survey is to measure customer 
perception of landscape quality and facilities. The results of the survey are used 
as a method for service improvements. In order to give a true reflection, the 
surveys are undertaken within different quartiles, for example, the survey for 
2005 was carried out between April and July 05.  The most recent survey was 
carried out between October and December 2006. A copy of the questionnaire 
and the results are displayed on pages 88- 89  

           The survey results are available from AGMA on an annual basis. As part of the 
development of the AGMA web site, it is intended that all future results will be 
published via this medium.

The pilot project to provide a seasonal Ranger presence in Victoria Park in 2006 was a 
great success and the Ranger successfully delivered and developed a number of 
projects. As well as providing a reassuring site presence that was much appreciated by 
site users, the Ranger also supported the Friends group to raise funding for the band 
concert programme, develop and run a weekly health walk, provide educational 
activities and run a successful programme of children’s activities.  
 
Following this success, funding has been secured to provide a Ranger presence in 
2007. To provide continuity for the site the post will be part time for 12 months with the 
Ranger’s time split between Victoria Park and another local park.

          An arboricultural survey of all the trees contained within the Park is undertaken 

every 3 years. 
 
 The most recent survey was completed in December 2006. The survey takes 

account of the position of the individual trees, the species, existing height, and 
age.  Additionally, an estimate of the amenity value and visual impact that the 
tree has upon the landscape is incorporated, as are comments upon condition, 
treatment, and the time scale by which recommended work should be completed.  

 
·  All works described as a Category A in the Arboricultural survey will be 

carried out within the next twelve months. 
·  Any trees, which are ring barked, will be removed and replaced with 

semi mature specimens. These specimens will be chosen for their form 
and colour.                      

·  Examples of replacement are Prunus padus “Watereri” or            
Paulownia tomentosa. 

·  The replacement trees will be protected with substantial metal guards 
which have proved effective against vandal attack in other locations.

For the immediate future, and in line with the findings of the information gathered at the 
“I love my park ” event, it is intended to increase facilities with the construction of a 
multi-use games area. 
 
The existing, more traditional facilities will continue to be provided, maintained and 
updated as necessary.
