It helps to facilitate partnership working between local agencies, leading to more efficient
service delivery.

J It helps the Community Committee to prioritise decisions about its devolved budget.

A CAP should be produced each autumn so that it can fed into the Council’s processes for planning the following year’s spending
priorities and budget setting.

It should be noted that although the citywide format has been followed, LOCAL PRIORTIES AND
CONCERNS have been the main consideration in working up the actions included in the plan.

Ordsall and Langworthy Community Committee
The Community Committee has been successful in playing a lead role in improving the quality of

life for local people. Participation levels are generally good but the Committee would benefit from
the direct involvement of more local groups.
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Hard to reach groups

The Neighbourhood Team in Ordsall and Langworthy is committed to involving all sections of the
community in its decision making and consultation process. Every effort is made to involve ‘hard
to reach’ groups in the Community Committee and community planning processes. In promoting
community cohesion we seek to involve all communities of identity.

Ordsall and Langworthy Neighbourhood Management Area

Ordsall and Langworthy is in a period of significant change. The next few years offer
unprecedented opportunities for the strategic re-shaping and modernisation of the area, and for
the development of more affordable housing. The development of mediacity:uk and the Chapel
Street corridor are major projects offering unique employment and commercial opportunities for
the area.

The physical redevelopment of the Seedley/Langworthy regeneration area continues, as does the
implementation of the development framework for Ordsall and the continued expansion of Salford
Quays. The South Clarendon and Precinct areas are included in the Pendleton Area Action Plan
and, along with the rest of ‘inner-city’ Salford, will benefit from Housing Market Renewal Funding
and the Central Salford Initiative. The challenge of meeting the decent homes standard by 2010
will lead to significant investment in local housing stock. Also the Primary Care Trust LIFT
programme (Local Improvement Finance Trust) will continue the development of new local health
centres.
